Thoughts about France and plans for
the principle work 1970

For the understanding of my thoughts for the development of
the Divine principle in France it is necessary to look closer at
the history, the tradition and the present situation of this country.

France is a country, which belongs to the latin countries of the
world. In latin countries the general action is often determinant
by the emotion and not by reason.
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The present structure of France is the result of an individual
set and pointed tradition, which has formed the way of economics,
religion, politics and the personal way of thinking anJ acting of
the Frenchman. In addition, when France gave up the colonies
(especially Algeria and Indochina) a great stream of immigrants
came to France. At the present time this nation consist of a popula-
tion of 50 Million people, 20% of them live in Paris.

The industry is in some sections quite well developed, for ex-
ample the automobile industry. But it does not play by far the first
role in relationship of the power of European Commerce. It is the
character of the average Frenchman who is not very industrious
and has not the desire to catch up with the international trade.

Through his strong individual thinking and action he has
brought this position in which he faces now the world.

All strikes which have occurred and are occuring, practically
one comes after the other, have been caused through an emotional
action, which has not a logic and objective base. Through the
French history it has been always difficult to set up and carry out
plans, it was a risky enterprise.

This country has a very strong side in agriculture. Without
much effort all agrarproduct grow in abundance. They are well
known and liked by people of countries in Europe and Overseas.

During the last years the French grovernment has tried with
ways and means, to combine the small and smallest agricultural
managements to bigger enterprises, in order to create a higher
capacity of activity with relation ship of the European neighbor states
and particulalry with the European Common market. Unforutnatey
the farmers are not willing to incorporate. The inadequate and
individual orgnizaton in the agriculture section causes that products
have to be sold with a very high price. We can see the result on
the whole structure of French commerce.

France is a country with many political parties, from the left
to the right. In the last years, especially the communist party has
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expanded rapidly. But we don't have to be so worried about these
events, since the Frenchman will not give up his individual way of
living. We can not compare the French communists with the
communists of the Kremlin Moscow one knows well that in a
case of emergency one can't rely on the French accomplices.

It is very difficult to describe the present religious and cultural
situation. The grewt majority of the people has Catholic belief,
but as in all fields thinks very individually.

The whole educational system in France has been since years
in a big crisis. One searches often in a brutal and radical way for
a solution, in order to get rid of the old traditional system.

All this has to be seen and considered in order to understand
better my thought about Divine Principle work 1970.

During the past weeks the French family has thought a lot
about how we could enter into different domains, which are in
leading position of this country.

With this winter semester we have started our principle work
at the Paris University on a large scale as preparation for a big
campagne 1970. At several faculties we have received already
permission to use a lecture room. It is our aim to establish a
student group, which will teach principle day after day in the
different extensions of the university. We will take advantage of the
revolutionary atmosphere and confusion in the faculties, in order to
find from the ca. 110,000 students the ones who will realize God's
will today and will fight with us.

The political development is very intricate here, it is always
in very close connection with the attitude and behavior of the
students. The communists try with big financial help to get a firm
footing among the students. As far as I can see the communist
ideas are spreaded equally among the students and the workmen.

The voice and the position of the professors in France not
the precedence of the voice and strength of the students.

Nevertheless we will try out best to get in touch with more
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professors in the year to come, because we feel they can lead us
to many influencial people. For 1970 we have planned, to start
working in Highschools and Colleges, in order to reach the young
people, who will in the near future carry cut our main work.

In the religious field we will become very active. In the
middle of January a week called 'Unity of the Christian people" will
take place among the Catholic and Protestant people. We will take
the opportunity and hang up big posters in all churches and invite
people to our lectures about unification.

Within the Catholic church of France there is a great division.
A big group of priests and religious leaders turn away from the

pope and his instructions. With invitations and personal contacts
we will get in touch with these priests.

Like almost everywhere in the world people form their
personal opinion about events and developments through the news-
paper. We feel it is time, to get a good article in one of the well
known Parisian newspapers, in which clearly the ideas of the
Divine principle are written.

Unfortunately we did not find journalists who could report in
Korean newspapers about our work. I hope very much, that through
better contacts with the newspaer world we will have success in the
year to come.

As soon as we are more members we will try hard to get
permission for more places to preach on the street.

During the past year we have constantly searched how to
establish a small business, through which the following goals could
be reached: a) commercial colab •ration with our homeland Korea
b) strenthening our work and becoming more independent c) to
incorporate the people, who can't have work but have accepted
the . ivine Principle.

Among many principle students there were about 10 young
men who had partly understood our message, but had been with-
out work and left to search for work. If we could have offered
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them a place to work, we could have easily get to know their
qualities and attitude toward our work. We hope to start with a
own business in the coming year.

It will be also one of our projects to find an apartment in
the center of the city. At the present time we are living on the
outskirts and many people find it to inconvenient to come.

It is our big hope that all the preparation for Radio-broad-
casting will bear fruit, and we will have the opportunity to give
principle lectures on the air.

It is our great desire to lay a very strong foundation in Paris
so that we can also bring the message to other cities. The French
family wants to try her best working with strongest determination
and activity to make the year 1970 a great success for our
Heavenly Father and our True Parents.

Dear Mr. Eu,
I have been asked to express my thoughts about the year

1970. Although it is impossible to make a precise prediction, there
are certain factors which enable us to form a general idea about
the development which we will most likely see in tl.e coming year.

Since one quarter of all people in Austria are living in Wien,
this city is the key to the country. For this reason we have
concentrated our efforts on this city, and we will , ontinue to do so
in the future. So it can be expected that a few more centers will be
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established in this city during the next year. besides strengthening
the centers in Linz and Graz we will introduce the Divine
Principles to at least three more provinces of the country.
Howe,-er, we cannot think only of our own problems. We have
just sent out four missionaries, and we feel responsible to assist
them as much as possible to establish a firm foundation in their
mission fields.

If small group of young people like the Austrian family wants
to handle a mission as great as the restoration of a nation, it
needs the necessary financial background. Therefore, next year
we will start an economy department and try to estabilsh some
business besides the kindergarten. However, we will have to be
careful with our expectations since the Austrian economy is rather
poor and wages are low.

Looking at the spiritual situation we can say it is very,
very favorable. The opposition by the Catholic Church is
growing more and more. Even in the remotest province of Austria
the priests are ordered to preach from the pulpit against our
group-just because one of our members comes from that area.

The Catholic Church is really doing us a great honor by this
treatment. We are pr, ,ud to be called 'the most dangerous sect of
today'.

It is the strength and the truth of our Heavenly Father
which are making us so 'dangerous'.  Most likely the year 1970
will see an increase of the opposition. This is the best advertising
for us, since many people are dissatisfied with their church. When
they come to our group and find out they have not been told
the truth about us, they will be more open to the Principles.

The year 1969 has brought considerable growth to the
Austrian family, and we are sure the growth rate can be increased
in 1970. Spiritually we are well able to overcome all obstacles.

Already the number of students of theology is declining rapidly,
whereas God's family is growing dynamically. We may still be a

A report on the progress for the year 1969
and plans for the year 1970

In the past years the nation of Holland has been up and
down in trying to lay the foundation for the restoration of the
people of Holland.

I have been working for the restoration of this nation for 4
years and 8 months.

Many times in these 4 years there have been devoted follo-
wers who have betrayed me and our Fathers great truth. But I
always picked myself up and felt even more the great responsibility
that God had trusted me with I could not give up, I had to
restore the 13 million people in this nation.

It was after I had been here three years, that a small
foundation was layed. In Jat,Jary of 1969 everything began to
turn for the good and I have een overjoyed at the progress that
has been made within this year. I know there overjoyed at the
progress that has been made within this year. I know there is a
long way to go, but we have the snowball started and it can only
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get larger and larger until the whole 13 million people will be
inside it.

In January we were able to rent a large house for the Center
and fine members moved into it. We worked on it repainting and
getting it just right for the people who would be coming in later.

Within 3 months three people had accepted the Principles and
moved in.

In March our Leader came to Essen to give Erope her
blessing. There were 8 couples blessed in Essen. I was one of
these who were blessed on March 28.

My wife (Pauline) and I returned to Holland to start a whole
new and different life. We were to work together with more
power and zeal to restore this nation. We bought a truck and a
printing machine and began to print many hand bills. We used
to truck and once a week we went out to 7 villages to give out
hand bills and proclaim the truth to the small villages.

Many times we preached on the main streets and gave out
hand bills.

Within 3 months we had given out 300.000 hand bills.
We mailed out to 12.000 top people in Holland.
We received many replies by mail from these hand bills.
We were able to be on a very famous radio program and tell

about the Unified Family all over the world.
I was able to come out with a new and better translation of

the Dutch Principle. I printed them on the small printing. We
made new song-book for the Center.

We had a training for the members all summer and into the
fall. I would choose one member to go to another city for 3 days
each week. There they could not eat or sleep the first 24 hours.

They had to spend these 3 days talking to people and giving
four thousand hand bills. Everyone wanted to do this. They
grew in spirit and responsibility. We will start this training again
in the spring time.

We gave the first test on the Divine Principle to 5 members
on Parent's Day of this year. They all passed the test and
become very good teachers of the Principles.

In May of this year we opened a new Center in a university
city near Amsterdam. There we are able to work with students.

We have established 3 centers now in Holland, within this year.
October was a big month for all of Europe. The first

conference was held in London. When we returned I felt it was
important to quickly send a missionary to Greece (Athens). On
oct, 7 we took one of the young men to Greece. He is now
teaching the Principles to the Greek people.

A very wide spread magazine heard about our Leader and
wanted to do story about our movement. In November a very
good story was written in the magazine. The story was about the
ideal marriage. The magazine reaches about 70.001) people in
Holland and Belgium.

This year Germany and Holland joined together to witness
and work together. All the members expressed how they grew
and were able to learn from each other witnessing. We could
do this because of the short distand between Amsterdam and
Essen.

We are going to student house and are giving lectures to
students. All together 6 people have excepted the Principles and
are now good teachers. We have now 18 members in the 3 centers
in Holland.

We are striving for 1970, unity, within ourself, in the family
and with people of all walks of life. We are trying to under-
stand people goals, desires and hope and work according to their
understanding of God's will. In our heart we feel great pro-
gress will be made in 1970.

Father is working in every face of human life to prepare for
God's new dispensation. Every year we see great changes. The
great changes are outward as well as inward in order to restore

God's original desire to bring the Kingdom of Heaven on earth.
1970 will be a year of very great change. We have great

plan to reach out in many directions in that year.
The heart of the Father is reaching out to all his lost child-

ren. So we will find these children and bring them back to their
true Parents,

We are faced with a very serious situation

Tokyo, December 8, 1969
The year 1970 promises to be one of

the most critical in all of Japanese history.
Not only Japan, but also Korea, the

Republic of China, and all Asia are in
danger of being engulfed by the same evil.

It is against this background that I
would like to consider the responsibility of
our Japanese 'Victory Over Communism
Movement."

Looking back over the past year, we
can see that the Victory Over Communism
Movement has certainly become known
throughout Japan. However we must admit
that we still do not have the power to
save Japan from the communist menace.

We have been able to propagate our
theory that communism is N% r ong, but that conviction has not yet
been taken up by the voice of the people. Moreover we have not
been able to organize those other groups that share the same
conviction with us. We are fully aware that Japan is on the
threshold of an important decision.
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Japan today, among the free countries of the world, holds
second place with regard to her Gross National Product, and her
national income has reached a level that is almost equal to that of
Europe. However Japan's economy depends almost completely on
trade, and 90% of the raw materials which support the high pro-
duction of Japan are being imported from foreign countries. The
most obvious example of this is the fact that 99% of our
petroleum is coming from southeast Asia. Therefore we are faced
with a very serious situation: if Japan has no mutual exchange
with other foreign countries, we cannot hope to maintain our
present level of development. For this reason the Japanese people
cannot live unless they establish and respect peaceful, friendly, and
truly mutual cooperation with other countries.

But the power of international communism is reaching for
our throat. Japan has established relations with many countries of
southeast Asia. Now the power of Red China and other
communist countries is threatening to engulf southeast Asia. There
is a struggle for power between Russia and Re! China, and
Russia is stretching out her *helping" hand to southeast Asia. If
southeast Asia is communized, Japan will lose the sources of her
raw materials, and we, the Japanese people, will be brought face
to face with the problem of actual survival.

It is for these reasons that we must have friendly relations
with southeast Asian countries. In order to do so we must offer
these countries economic assistance, helping them to raise their
own standards of living so that they can enjoy a comfortable
existence. However we will be held suspect because of the evils
penetrated against southeast Asia in the past by the Japanese
fascists of the right. Our sincerity can be proven only by the
sincerity of our Victory Over Communism Movement. We have
recognized the present treachery being penetrated by the Japanese
fascists of the left against our own country. The Victory Over
Communism Movement must firstly succeed at home, and then be
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internationalized in order to encourage other countries to do the
same. Having in this way reestablished a basis for mutual trust,
we can turn to the search for ways to help these countries
develop economically in such a way that all the countries concerned
will be able and willing to assist each other.

This plan, however, must be inaugurated at home. Inter-
national communism has long been attempting to subvert and enslave
Japan, but the Japanse people do not know the actual essence of
communism. In its attempt to propagate such knowledge the
Victory Over Communism Movement hopes to bring the world
true peace.

Should Japan be conquered by communism, America would
have to get out of Japan and return home. If America leaves,
Asia is in danger of falling prey to the tyranny of communism.

Immediately the Pacific Ocean would turn into a Red Sea. Under
such circumstances it is easy to realize that the balance of the
world would be lost, and the world itself would be threatened by
the power of international communism. In the face of these facts
I cannot help feeling how important the Victory Over Communism
Movement in Japan is.

The most critical period will undoubtedly be the year 1970,
and the importance of the Victory Over Communism Movement
is becoming more and more obvious. On June 23, 1970 it will
be just ten years since the signing of the Japan  United
States Security Treaty. The communists in Japan have been
preparing for revolution all through those ten years. It is for
this reason that we expect and fear a most awful clash in the
coming year. At the same time the truth and sincerity of the
Victory Over Communism Movement will be seriously questioned
for people have been made to fear that any anti-communism
movement is rightist and fascistic. The only defence against
communism lies in educating the people to the fact that Communism
is wrong and essentially evil. Fortified with knowledge the people
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will be made free and will be able to act in the light of truth.
We want to propagate the message "Communism is wrong "

through lectures and other methods more effectively than we did
in 1969. We are planning Victory Over Communism lectures for
1,200,000 pie, and we are hoping that our Victory Over
Communism membership will increase by at least 300,000 new
members. We must strive for more organized action for the entire
membership. These are the goals we are presently aiming for,
and we hope that three types of activity will help us realize
them; organized action, propaganda, and educational action.

As for organization, we are building a membership system for
the Victory Over Communism Movement. We want to enlist as
many members as possible and to lead them to a thorough study
of the principles and theory of the Movement. It will be the
responsiblity of each individual to make a successful Victory Over
Communism Movement throughout Japan.

The aim of our propaganda is to do our best to bring the
truth about communism to the general public, making it easy for
everyone to understand. One means to this end will be to have
lectures on the roads of the country. This method is an important
one for making our movement more widely known. With such
lectures on the theory of victory over communism, we should be
able to spread our message throughout the country, from Tokyo
to the smallest village. In cities where the population is above
100,000 we can make use of propaganda cars each day.

We have already prepared slides portraying the theory of
Victory Over Communism Movement. With the slides we can
inaugurate home meeting where the reasons why communism is
wrong can be thoroughly explained. Moreover a movie portraying
the activities of the Victory Over Communism Mo%ement has
also been prepared. It should be a great help both for propaganda
and enlightenment as we move from city to town. The Victory
Over Communism Newspaper has been enlarged, and we have
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gathered at least 40, 000 rea , lers. As Japanese newspapers have
been infiltrated by communstic influence, they do not always
report news correctly. We would like to improve and enlarge our
Victory Over C. .mmunism Newspaper, making it a reliable source
of news for the people and proving to them that the danger of
a communist revolution is actually near at hand.

Our educational drive will take us to companies, factories,
banks, firms and families. The lectures on the theory of the
victory over communism will be on a truly academic level, but
emphasizing the reasons for joining the movement and the need
of becoming conscious of opposing communism.

One other important problem to be considered is the fact that
the Victory Over Communism is the most recent historical threat
to the peace and happiness of mankind. We must make our
movment develop to an international scale. Next year, 1970, it
will be just three years since we Japanese started our Victory
Over Communism Movement. Now after, merely three years, this
movement has been invited to the stage of the world theater. It
has been decided that the WACL (World Anti-Communist League)
will be held in Tokyo from September 21, 1970. The Asian
Victory Over Communism Convention has already been held, in
1969, and at Seoul in Korea another convention is scheduled for
1970. We consider it quite significant that after only three years
we shall stand on the stage of the theater of the world and
that we have been asked to take the leadership of the WACL
meeting to which representatives of 80 anti-communist nations
have been invited. Thanks to the WACL Tokyo Convention, our
Victory Over Communism Movement has become an international
movement. As a result the politicians and people in our own
country will have to recognize the existence of our movement.

We are hoping to gather 10,000 people for a stately
demonstration, an activity that has not been found in the I..sual
WACL Conventions.
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The largest area in Japan to feel the vicious influence of
communism has been the field of education. This can be known
by seeing the number of university professors that are at least
sympathetic to communism. The communists have taken up strong
positions in the educational world, the scientific world, and the
cultural world. On our side we are doing everything possible to
reach such professors and to persuade them to return to the
truths that have been betrayed in the educational and scientific
worlds. To this end Citizen's University and the Liberty University
have been planned. In many universities in which communist
influence is Arong, the Citizen's University is developing as a
healthy citizens' university. We are planning to gather 1,200
'cholars and culturists.

We would like to raise our Victory Over Communism Movement
to the level of the world movemement through these plans. In  
this way we will pass through historical 1970. We hope that you
will help us. Next year 2,300 members of the Asia Victory Over
Communism Convention will gather at a public hall in Seoul,
Korea. On April 10, 1970 the representatives WACL will meet
in Japan, and we are gathering members who are talented in
languages and training them to be ready to manage any
convention of international complexion. Next summer we are
hoping to train 120 speakers for the Victory Over Communism
Movement and to go all over Japan on speaking tours. We hope
to make a whirlwind take place. One of our most important aims
is to gather people from various Japanese religions under the flag
of Victory Over Communism. We are now actively trying to
combine at least three big religious groups into an anti-communism
association. We are also hoping to hold Victory Over Communism
Conventions for religious groups, for scholars, and for economists.

To this end we have been gathering technicians in each field
and the preparations are moving smoothly.

Communist Provocations

New Red Infiltration Tactics unsuccessful Despite
Increase in Number of Attempts

The nation has met frequent seaborne infiltration attempts
by the north korean Communists this year, placing all the coastal
defense forces on 24-hour-a-day alert.

Disguised Communist Boat

According to the Counter-infiltration Operations Command
(COC) which is responsible for controlling and cracking Communist
, rmed intrusion atempts this year, compared with last year.

It is noteworthy, that the Communists have cautiously sent
many a small group of two or three infiltrators this year ins-
tead of the large infiltration group of last year.
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Such large groups as the one which landed in the Samchok
and Ulchin are as in November last year were not sent to the
country this year.

But the ranking officials of the COC do not believe that this
phenonmenon indicates the Communists decreased or weakened
their infiltration attempts as part of their scheme of 'communizing
the south by force'

'It was," a command spokesman said, 'because the Commu-
nists failed in the previous infiltration attempts, and thus have
been trying to deploy new tactics such as the small group intrusion'.

The Communists tactics consist of waiting for an opportune
time when they can destroy military and industrial installations
and disturb social order by sending similtaneously many groups
of infiltrations into wherever area they can esily reach, accord-
ing to year-end assesment of the command.

Underground cells

The command analyzes that the main objectives of the
Communisl infiltration are 'to organize underground cells; to
secure bases for the so-called Red revolution; win over as many
Communist sympathizers as possible and to collect information.'

The North-Korean Communist regime recently streamlined th-
eir command system apparently to recover from their failures in
the previous infiltration attempts, but there is no evidence of any
change in their infilteation objective, the command said.

In particular. the command said, the Communists have mostly
infiltrated into the country those people, over 40, who went to
the north during the Korean war.

The seaborne infiltration attempts, caused the ROK Armed
Forces to further strengthen the coastal defense system to block
the vulnerable places along the coastlines.
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Red Commandoes

I was not until the Communist commandoes raided the
Samchok and Ulchin area last year that th ,  military authorities
become keenly aware of the importance of coastal defense.

Ironically, the Communist seaborne intrusions served as a
good opportunity for the military authorities to recognize coastal
defense systems and reassess the seaborne tactics this year.

Communist Speet Boat

The nation's coastline are now manned with top-notch security
forces and provided with excellent firepower to ward off the
Communist intrusions.
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The counter infiltrations forces have rounded up a total of 175
armed Communist agents, including some 100 seaborne intruders,
so far this year, according to the latest statistics of the COC.

The COC said it has killed 93 and captured 75 agents,
Seven agents surrendered.

It also captured 104 small and heavy arms, two 50-ton
speedboats, three small fast boats and over 6,300,000 won worth
of Korean currency from the infiltrators, the COC said.

The Communist seaborne intrusions have increased from last
year's eight instances to more than 30 instances, according to the
command.

The COC statisties showed that almost 85 per cent of the infi-
ltrators were killed or captured.

But the nation sustained loss of 19 soldiers, seven policemen,
three reservists and 11 civilians, the command said.

The success in blocking the infiltrations is attributed to the
efficient counter infiltration operations jointly carried out by military,
police and the Homeland Reserve Forces and the . positive coop-
eration of the people, COC officials said. The intelligence experts
of the COC predict that the Communists are likely to seek a new
infiltration tactic such as air intrusion beginning next year in
view of their previous failures.

Actually, the Communists have remained comparatively silent
since October, signaling a change in their infiltration tactics, the
experts said.

The Communists are believed to have been strengthening and
preserving their infiltration forces in the recent static period, the
intelligence officials said.

It. Gen. Kun-chang Yu earlier told reporters that the
Communists are training paratroopers at the 124th Army Unit and
the 17th Airborne Reconnaissance Brigade.
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Spy Planes

He said that the Communists secured 20 AN2 light planes
and 30 M14 helicopters which can fly at low altitudes and are
not easily detectable by radar and they may be used in sending
air borne intruders into the south.

Captured Red Equipment

The military leaders believe that the current lull in the
Communist infiltration is certain to be broken next year with a
new type of tactic.

Seaborne Infiltrations Enumerated

Following is a list of major north Korean communist seaborne
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infiltrations of the past year.
March 16  Several north Korean Communist armed agents

sneaked athore at the town of Chumunjin. Kangwon-do and killed a
policeman and wounded another patrolman. Most of the Communist
agents were later tracked down.

June 8  ROK Army coastal defense troops shot and sank a
rubber raft in which four armed Communist agents were attempt-
ing to infiltrate into the port town of pukpyong, Kangwon-do.

June 14 police and reservists killed three north Korean
Communist infiltrators who sneaked ashore near kyokpo-ri,
Sannae-myon of puan, Cholla pukto aboard a rubber raft.

June 16 A group of 15 north Korean Communist intru-
ded aboard a heavily armed 75 ton speed boat into the waters off
Big Huksan-do. All of the agents were killed and their boat
was captured by a combined task force.

Aug. 12  A north Korean Communist boat intruded deep
into waters off th, coast of Wando and attacked a wishing boat
killing a policeman and a civilian.

Sept. 17—A north Korean Communist speed boat, fired
on and sank an ROK police patrol boat and damaged two fishing
boats in the sea some 17km south of the island of Wando, Cholla
Namdo killing two policemen and five fishermen and injuring two
other fishermen.

Sept. 24 An ROK Navy destroyer sank a north Korean
Communist agent boat, believed to be about 50 tons, and killed
an estimated 15 crewmen aboard in a gun battle near Tahuksan-
do, an islet off the southwestern coast of the country.

Oct. 14 A combined force of the ROK Navy and Air
Force sank a 75-ton north Korean Communist infiltration vessel
off Sohuksan-do, an islet some 325km southwest of Seoul, and
killed an estimated 20 crew members aboard in a predewm gun
battle.

FALSE CHRITS AND PROPHETS by Ursula Schuhmann

A metaphysical centre in Germany has counted about 50 persons
who can be classified as false Christs and prophets. Some of them
are still living, whereas others have died in our generation. This
number does not include those poor people who are in asylums,
but it refers to more or less 'normal" people.

We know from the Bible, Matthew chapter 24, that this phen-
omenon is one of the signs of the time of the second coming of the
Lord.

Let us first have a look at the founders of new cults which are
worshipped by their disciples as a new incarnation of the Divine Word.

In all parts of the world there have been legends passed on
from one generation to another with regard to a future Golden Age
or the return of the Promised One. The followers of Zoroaster are
still waiting for the coming of Soshiyant as their final saviour. A
movement within the Moslem faith is expecting the return of the
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Iman. The Hindus are waiting for the incarnation of their god
Vishnu. The Buddhists are looking forward to the arrival of Mait-
reya or Buddha. And the Christians are eager to see the second
coming of Christ realized. The great world ruler or avatar will
establish a new world with his followers. We see that the hope for
a physical redemption exists in all parts of the world between the
members of the great religions; the false Christs come in part from
non-Christian surroundings.

In the first place I would like to mention the founder of the
Bahai movement. Last century there was a man in Persia who
called himself "Bab,' or the door" who acted some what like John
the Baptist, namely as a forerunner. He announced the immediate
coming of the great world saviour. After the death of the Bab,
one of his followers identified himself as the promised master and
managed to become recognized by the members of the movement
of the Bab. His followers are called the Bahais, acdcrcentre-
ding to the name of their master Baha U'llah. They have their
in the Holy Land and send missionaries to other countries in
order to announce that the prophecy about the second ccming
of the Son of man had been realized through Baha U'llah. Almost
all the members come from Islamic background, just like their
founders. There are very few Christians who have been converted
to the religion of the Bahais. I have met them in Germany and the
United States. They visit people in their homes and inform them
,bout the teachings of the Promised One, as they call Baha U'llah.
It has to be admitted that their teachings have ethical and spiritual
value. But some points prove definitively that Baha U'llah was
nothing but a forerunner of the universal Christ. The Bible indic-
ates in various passaged that the Son of Man will be recognized
by the whole world as the Lord of Glory, during his life on
earth. Baha U'llah died in 1892, and up to the present time there
are still relatively few people who have heard his name. Further-
more the various signs before the great and terrible day of the Lord
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are happening in our time. Also in 2 Timothy 3 are a number of
points which show the decay of the people with regard to their
moral standard, pointing definitely to this generation.

The Bahais have no remedy against the problems of this satanic
world. They don't even believe in the existence of evil and ignore
the negative aspects of human behaviour as if they were only
mental errors. Moreover, once somebody is converted to that move-
ment he is not supposed to continue his investigations of other
religions and philosophies. The absolute truth must never have
fear of comparison with other thoughts and new ideas.

A few years ago I met two Moslems at a conference, who
were sent to the Frankfurt mosque by a movement of Pakistan
which had been founded by Hazrat Ahmad, considered to be the
worl• saviour. It seems that various miracles happened amongst his
followers who had offered long prayers, and for this reason the
identity of Hazrat Ahmad with the saviour was evidently
confirmed to them. This man taught that one has to have a close
relationship with Allah by means of intensive prayers. By the
way, he taught that Jesus did not die on the cross but that he
had gone to India and lived there for many years in a certain town
where his tomb is still shown. The Moslems generally don't admit
the death of Jesus on the cross. They explain that a man with
similar aspects was crucified in Jesus' place, or that Jesus had not
passed away when he was taken down from the cross. This move-
ment has also had no impact on the Christian world. Hmzrat
Ahmad died around 1950.

The people are always attracted when wonders are wrought.
There is a rumour that the Oriental prince Abdul, member

of the Family of ex King Farouk, can perform miracles. It is said
that he can call fire down from heaven just like Elijah and imitate
other mir—les described in the New Testament. Furthermore he is
supposed to be able to heal the sick and raise the dead just like Jesus.
In Southern France lives Georges de Montfavet who also claims
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to be the returned Christ. Quite a large number of miracles are
reported to have been performed which would be the proof regarding
his pretensions. Humanity is falling from one extreme to the other.

Family or Austria

During my vacation in Honolulu, Hawaii, in 1963 I visited the
centre of the world messianic group. This movemi t was founded
by a non-christian Japanese by the name of Meishu-sama. After his
death his mission was transferred to one of his daughters.

He taught that he had received the mission of eliminating the evil
in this world by means of showing his adepts how to concentrate and
meditate about various truths in order to convert themselves into
perfect beings, using also a purifying ray of ultraviolet colour. They
dedicate themselves to healing the sick, love together in a big house
and try to establish Paradise on earth. They are mostly Japanese
people and their centres are in Japan and Hawaii.

In Japan there are various new movements which beveloped
from Oriental philosophies. Amongst the non Christian founders
there exceIs a woman, the prophetess of Tabuse. Her name is,

Ogamisama, or the Divine. During her world trip she held a
private conference in Frankfurt which I attended. Ogamisama was
born in 1900: she is of short stature and stout. She has always
lived in a rural area. She received voices telling her to build a
temple and proclaim that there is only one God in the universe.
This fact is already a progress for the Japanese people who mostly
serve many gods. It is interesting to note that many Japanese
are members of various religions at the same time; in case one
doctrine cannot save them 100% and another is more effective.

Og misama told about her spiritual experiencer and found
'almost 2 million followers who consider their leader as the incarna-
tion of God. She announced the end of the world through atomic
bombs if the people don't change their lives and repent. She has
her adepts, mostly Japanese, pray for the peace of the world using
a phrase in Japanese language which one has to chant. Then the
members start dancing with closed eyes. It was interesting to note
that nobody e' er touches his neighbours while dancing around with
the eyes closed.

The German lady who had prepared the conference of Oga-
misama has also spiritual gifts and knows how to discern spirits.
She informed me that Ogamisama apparently realme.

Anyway Ogamisam did not impress me with the things she talked
about. She didn't teach anything new which we had not known
ourselves.

We must also include Pak Subud of Indonesia and a certain
Indi; , n Buddhist who belong to the category of those who are
considered great spiritual masters.

Europe has not so many false Christs and prophets as for
example, America. Germany has at least two: one is a student living
in the Black Forest,and the other is a man with beard who explains
in the coffee-shops of various towns that he learn: through astrology
that he himself has to carry out the mission of Christ.

The next one is Lou of Holland. I have read articles of him
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in a bulletin of his movement and think that he does not really
deserve too much attention. Lou is one of the many pretenders
teaching very confused doctrines. He had visions and heard voices
but it seems he did not differentiate between the spirits who
contacted him.

Those people don't necessarily want to betray others and lead
them astray, but they act in faith and believe that they really are
the new redeemer. Otherwise they would not risk becoming the
object of mockery, being persecuted, and considered as mad.

In Africa there is a magician who knows how to produce
phenomana and he too attracts disciples. He is called Nzige the
One. According to an advertisement in an American magazine
one can be admitted into his society by paying a certain amount of
money. Then the members receive a talisman made by Nzige himself!

Now let's go to the United States with their 2,000 denomina-
tions and sects. Two of the American false Christs died recentlly.
One was called Father Divine. He claimed to be God and his son
was Christ. Both had the reputation of being able to cure and kill
at distance. A missionary told a German theologian that his mother
had been killed by Father Divine through black magic.

Another cult founder was Krishna Venta who lived in Los
Angeles. He was very attracted to women, even to the wives
of the members of his group. One day the betrayed husbands
could not stand it any longer and sent their master Krishna Venta
to the spirit world by means of a bomb!

In Boston there lives a coloured man who goes around blessing
food in various grocery stores, carrying out his mission. of Christ
in this way.

The area of San Francisco where I lived had 4 Christs. One
of them is only known to his own disciples who worship him in
his room. They believe that it would be best for their Christ not
to mix with the people because the multitudes would probably kill
their master. This man has not understood at all that the mission
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of Christ does not only consist of receiving honour and adoration
but that he has to subjugate Satan completely and destroy evil in
the world. What kind of salvation could we possibly expect from
this coward of San Francisco who does not go out in  the street
through fear of being assassinated?

The second case is a white man who teaches that all coloured
folk are the descendants of Cain and therefore evil. Only the white
race is the good race. Naturally, his followers are only white
people, but Christ could never be a racist; in the sight of God all
human beings are equal.

The third is a student with a beard at the University of Berk
eley.

Especially in our time there are many spiritual experiences
of various types. For instance, several years ago there was a wave
of speaking in tongues in an Episcopalian church of California. This
caused great surprise between the pastors and the congregation of
that church, and in the beginning they did not know what to do,
whether to be glad about it or not.

Before his ascension Jesus had said to his disciples: (John 16,
13) I have still many things to tell you...

Ii this Spirit of Truth had fulfilled his mission completely on
Whits In 2,000 years ago, then the truth would have been so clear
that there would not exist today more than 2,000 denominations
between Christans, and St. Paul would not h we said . after this
event: "We know in part... We see through a dark mirror... (1
Cor. 13) Who can really interpret the whole contents of John's
Revelation.

We really need some prophets who bring us the utirnate truth
from God and who instruct us with regard to the great-day of the
Lord and the corresponding preparations. In the 20th century, the
Christians cannot afford to cover their ears when they hear about
prophecies and other phenomena which also occurred in the past,
by shouting "false prophets" or work of the devil. God has
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given us intelligence and wants us to use it. We must not forget the
advice given by St. paul: 'Test the spirits, if they are from
God."

In the past God never informed all the righteous Jews, nor
even the high priests about the birth of the Saviour in Bethlehem.
A prophet received this message in advance, and later only a few
persons received signs when the prophecy was fulfilled. We must
not expect that God informs all the Christians about the details of
the second coming of the Lord; nor will He inform all the pastors
and priests of our days. Christ will come like a thief during the
night. But when he has come persons will know where he is; let
us keep in mind the parable of the eagles who will gather where
the Kingdom is. And also the passage of Amos 3.7: 'God does
nothing without revealing his secret to his servants and prophets.'
God has revealed many details in our time.

The last one in this connexion is King Narcis of Oakland,
California, a coloured spiritualist people He has almost one million
disciples but all are coloured people His whole family consits of
princes, dukes, counts, etc. Once a year he visits the mayor of San
Francisco in order to chat with him for a while. On this occasion
the great King Narcis comes in his Rolls Royce, his servants then
rolling out a carpet so that he should not touch the ground with
his mink slippers. A person who is living such a luxurious life is
hardly a good example when there are millions of people who
have nothing to eat.

There are many movements, especially in Los Angeles, whose
leaders are adored almost like supernatural beings. One lady, who
of course is also convinced to be christ, seems to have raised a
dead child. I have seen a leaflet about her showing her photog-
raph. Another lady by the name of Analee Skarin who grew up
in the Mormon church photograph, had a number of spiritual
experiences, and her followers believe that she experienced an
ascension into heaven without physical death and that she appears
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frequently to her adepts in visible form lier book is so profound
and metaphysical that 1 don't remember a single word of it; not
even the title.

Now let us look at other aspects.
The first reaction of the Christians who hear about the appe-

arance of a man who claims to be the Lord, is, of course, mocke-
ry, as the Christians believe that Jesus will come literally on the
clouds with great glory, and that before the day of the Lord
comecs there will be false Christs.

In general there are few people who investigate seriously the
phenomenan of the false christs and prophets. It is very surprising
to check the teachings which indicate according to the Holy
Scriptures that Christ will have a new name at the moment of his
second coming. There is a risk of deviation also for the christians.
Especially for those who don't know that there are several preten-
ders for the position of the universal Christ in all parts of the
world. It is very useful to know the strange happenings of our
time with regard to the false christs and prophets, and the interp-
retation which • they give to certain Bible passages and verses,
which are little known and perhaps even ambiguous.

We can ask here why do false Christs appear?
When one reaches the highest level of the growth stage, he

sometimes receives spiritually that he is a lord, or Adam. If the
individual is a woman, she may receive that she is Eve or the
wife Jehovah.

God promised to give Adam and Eve lordship over all crea-
tion. But, because of their fall, this promise was not fulfilled.
However, God renews his promise to those who have grown to the
spriritual level which Adam had attained at the time of his fall.
The message that they are lords e ns that God has restored the
promise of lordship to man. It does not mean that they, as indivi-
duals, are the Lord of lords of the Second Advent.

There is another reason why such a message is given at this
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time. In the last days, those at a high spiritual level a mission to
testify to the time. of the Second Advent. Thus, many will be
called at different  laces to be the forerunners of the Lord to come.
In their ignorance of God's will, these people may mistakenly act
as if they were the Lord of the Second Advent. However, if
they do so act, they will gradually lose their spiritual gifts.

I remember the sad destiny of Sonja, a German girl, in San
Francisco he had never heard of spiritual phenomena in her life
until she herslef received revelations in form of visions and voices.
In this way she recieved the spiritual name Eve and therefore
thought that she had a special mission in this world. Shortly

afterwards she met an American who likewise had received the
name Adam. They lived together without being married until n
child was born. At that point Adam left and became a tramp
who slept in the parks. Of course, he and the girl lost their
spiritual gifts immediately. Sonja's ignorance with regard to visions
and voices had caused her disgrace.
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Before closing, I would like to mention the church of the New
Apostles in Germany. I think they are a branch of the new
.Catholicism. The founder, Mr. Bischoff, presented himself as the
chief apostle of our time. He thought himself to be the mouth
of God. One of the prophecies which he propagated was the
fact that he would not die until the Second Coming of the Lord
had been fulfilled. He was so convinced of the certainty of his
revelations that he risked a great many of his followers leaving
the group because they could not believe this statement.

The others believed 100% in their chief apostle. They watched
him grow older and older until he finally died in the year 1960.
Thereupon his followers divided into two parts: the majority rejec-
ted the whole doctrine and did no want to have anything to do
any more with the New Apostles: and the rest thought that God
had changed His plan. Apparently nobody has thought of the
possibility that the prophecies had been realized after all but not
necessarily in a spectacular and visible form. Perhaps Mr. Bischoff
was right after all!

Various persons and groups learnt through visions in 1960
that the 19th chapter of Revelations was fulfilled that year with
rIgard to the Marriage of the Lamb. In Oregon, U.S.A. there
appeared the following words on 'a wall '-..fore the eyes of various
persons. (Isaiah 55.8)

"My thoughts are not your thoughts... I have started a new project
on earth."

When we compare the essence of the many visions, dreams
and other spiritual experiences received by people all over the
world we get the confimation that we are living in the last
days of the satanic age and that the Kingdom of God is closer
than mankind thinks, namely that it has already started.

We have to watch carefully the signs of the times and listen
to what the Spirit of Truth wants to transmit.. He who has ears
to hear, let him hear, what the Spirit says to the churches.

SUNDAY SERVICE _ 5th October.
EXCERPTS FROM SERMON by Teddy Verheyen

We are followers of this man - this great man: the greatest
man that ever lived on this earth; the everlasting Father. some of
you have not seen him, but when you see him you will know.
There is no other man in the world like him. The way he went,
the road on which he travelled, is a terrible road.

we read the life-story written about him, but that is only a
little bit. The true story is what we experience ourselves, when
we go out and work for our Father. Then we know the true story
not when we read the Divine principle alone: that is not the story;
only when we work hard for God do we know the true story. This
world must be restored for God. we are here together, and we are
all feeling our Father's heart very deeply.

I have had many experiences in my life, and I know I can
never leave God. It is impossible, because my experiences with
Him have been so very very deep. I have cried and cried, some-
times for hours and hours, sometimes all night, when I have felt
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our Father's heart. Sometimes I have been beaten physically
because of this word, but I still had to go on. As our Leader
said: we must go forward with the Father's heart, in the shoes
of a servant, and shed tears for man and blood for heaven. When
I arrived in Holland I knew I must live in this way.

Our Master called me when he was in washington in 1965
when I was in Los Angeles. He said, "Go to Holland." It was
on a Friday, and I felt like Abraham must have felt, and I had to
obey. I packed my bags, got a plane ticket and left on Saturday.
On Sunday I arrived in Holland. I didn't take any money with me
in order to make indemnity. I noticed, however, that I had 90 cents
in my pocket and so I dug a hole in the ground and buried it. So
I had nothing. I took my suitcase and walked 12 miles to Amster-
dam and then I didn't care about anything but telling people of the
principle. I didn't eat or sleep for days.

Someone felt pity for me and asked me, "Don't you have to
sleep or eat?" He almost forced me to go to the salvation army
with him. So I agreed, and slept there, with about 20 older men,
in a large room. The atmosphere was terrible. I washed the dishes
to pay for my food. At 10 o' clock the next morning I had
to leave, there so I went and walked and prayed andthe first shop
where I enquired for work was a paper shop  binding paper in
bundles. I got the job and bound paper together with wire hour
after hour, until! my hands were bleeding. I didn't care, because
I thought of the Leader and how he had suffered, and I felt so
close to him in this time. I actually felt joy from this experience.
Sometimes I was so tired I could hardly go on, but I persevered.

Later I found a room which I shared with four other people.
One of the people helped to translate the Principle for me into
Dutch. Every day. when I came back to the room, the fellow
translating made excuses about translating. He always wanted to
go to movies and so forth. With every page, I thanked the Father, and
little by little, it was finished. I paid him to the work, so he was
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able to do it without being distracted.

The translation was not very good, but at leas' it was use-
able. Then it had to be printed and it was expensive, so I lived
on almost nothing. (I often picked up a pair of shoes from garbage
cans - but anyway, they served me!) Fifty copies were printed
in all. I had to do the binding together of the books, That moment
was snch a joy for me, for now I had something to show our
Master when he came to Holland. Our Master was very happy to
receive the translation.

After a year, one person accepted the Principle, but he fell
away, and I went into a period of deep depression.

No one after that for two years although I worked day and
night. There were three people who accepted finally, but they also
fell alway - and I felt as if I were being crucified:then I went into
a very dark period for three days. After this, I came out of it,
and felt again the joy of the father.

I remembered in Los Angeles the time I saw Jesus in a vision:
he was suffering so terribly, and I felt that that experience was a
si..n given to me years before of what I would have to endure in
Holland - spiritually and phyisically.

So I want all of you, prease to go out and learn the heart of
the Father. Go out and work for Him. You will feel his heart
and never want to leave Him.

You will always want to do His will, because it is your
will also. Then you will know the Father. Go out and tell everyone
how very wonderful he is.

The Sunday Service ended with Ursula leading us in prayer.

UNITY OF HEART IN EUROPE

by Dennis F.Orme.

We all understand that it is indeed the Father who has brought
us together here. It is the purpose of our being here. When we
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have felt the Father speak through Paul, Peter Reiner, and all the
others here, our hearts have been filled. We know that it is indeed
the Father who has brought us together; and it is this ' unity of
heart which is what our Leader asked us to bring in Europe. It is
perhaps the most difficult thing to continue to lead many people and
at the same time keep flexible and open to the Father's eternal
wisdom, eternal love and eternal power.

When I look back in history and see how the Father has
worked I am always amazed that he has worked in such a way to
defeant satan's instruments to bring about a great work. I will illustrate
this with one of the most notorious men that Britain has ever
known, Henry the Eighth. He had many wives, was a dissolute
philanderer, and he was useless, but he set this nation free spirit-
ually in a way that has not occurred in any other nation. He
was so useless that nobody could get excited about him. They
felt that whatever he does we'll go our own way. Henry over-
threw the Catholic Church in this country in the Middle Ages
(1400 A.D.) and from that time this country was set free of a
theological doctrine and bigotry which enabled many people from
Central Europe to come here . The Hugenots and many others
sought refuge here. The Father was able to work in one sense
through this man without inflaming the nation. I want you to
think of Europe as a whole in this context, because Europe had
been ensaved by Satan in every way: Politically, religiously and
materially in those feudal times andwhat happened? The people
always had that urge for freedom, and liberty. Many of them,
when new discoveries were made, like America, went to America.
Many more of them, like the early pilgrim fathers, were religious
men,seeking religious freedom. Europe contributed to America nearly
all the great virtues that n has  and each nation, each character, each
race, has a virtue: has an aspect of the Father in a great way;
-o in America, you might say, is Europe, and that nation grew
because it had the freedom which had been upheld in places like
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England and Switzerland for many years. It had the industry of
the Germans, and other races. It had the sensitivity of the French
who iwerg early colonisers, and. the vitality to a certain extent of
the Spanish, the Red Indians and others. We can see then that that

nation had many aspects which it could use for the 
 

 Father, without
the prideful divisions of a European Continent. Then the teachings 

 of Jesus and the influence of the Christian Church were brought
from Europe , to the new world. We know how in principle things
are often reversed. 
 Europe may have taught America Christianity, but America
has ,brought us all here today. That we are here today is indeed
the result of discipes such as Miss Kim in America. I feel a very

 great1ove for that nation, from Europe that here in Europe we
are indebted to the work that has taken place in America.
 I'd like to paint a little picture about .......... if we follow the Father's

 
Heart - what is in store for Europe. The natural talent in Europe 

is obviously often used by satan to separate Europe. Many nations
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have great assets but they have been used always in the wrong
way. What can occur if these assets are brought together for the
Father?

On a short visit to Holland recently the van der Stoks' took
us to the Zuider Zee. There, indeed, if anybody believes in the
physical restoration of land, you can see it before your own eyes.
A nation, a very small nation, has sought peace and sought to
extend itself - not at the expense of its neighbours, but into the
sea. Every yard of land they win is carefully looked after. They
don't waste land, because they have spent a long time working
for it. You can see Principle in action there: that if you put our
effort, when you get something, you are not just going to throw
it away. The principle of give and take occurs. Nations which
have abundance of land often just waste it, but Holland works hard
for its land, and loves its land. The other great virtue there which
is apparent is this: that, as a people, they have their feet firmly
paced on the floor, because year after year they have to deal with
pracsicalities—the ocean and other consequences. and so they are
very far-sighted. When they instuted the Zuider Zee scheme, it was one
i.undred years from when they first started planning it, to its
eventual conclusion, which isn't yet.

Now in this country if I went to politians and said, Let's start
a work for one hundred years, most of them wouldn't de interested.
But that is a natural thing for a Dutchman to think of his country
on a very long-term basis. Holland, then, has qualities which are
needed in every other nation of Europe. When they are applied for
the Father .they will be even more needed.

Then we come to Germany. Germany is there key to Europe.
There is no doubt at all about this; our Leader has spoken about
this many times, why is it the key to Europe? It is the most
powerful nation in Europe. Industrially, it is by far the greatest
nation and will get greater because of its natural resources,
its industry and skill. It produces many fine men like Schweitzer
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and Einstein. They have a natural ability - through the development
of their language which is logical, to think in : a logical way, to work
in a logical way, to work with vigour, endeavour, courage and de-
termination. All these can be brought to the Father, but they
themselves are not enough. These things can lead any nation into
terrible turmoil; they must be harnessed and put into right perspe-
ctive through the Heart of the Father. We see this has happened
to a certain degree in America where much of the industry sterns
from this sort of activity, but it is balanced a little bit more, and
that nation has retained a more democratic ability over the last one
hundred and fifty years, because of this.

Now Germany, then, is the key: if, for example, any
war ever broke out between the Satanic forces of Conununisim
Europe would be lost completely without Germany. Industrial .

might in a mechanised war is the key to success if you have the
other qualities of determination, good leadership and endea-
vour. So Germany, then. needs something from other nations.
. The French, likewise, are a very sensitive ,people, arld they
have many assets in this sphere which enahle time to the Father in
perhaps another way. They are in many senses very changeable.
We have heard Reiner talk about many of their failings and much
of the difficulty in handling them. But French people are a 
boiling pot; you can never stick the lid on. satan, therefore, can
never stick the lid on France, and perhaps it may be difficult lor
God to stick the lid on, Because they keep boiling----but they have
an aspect to give nations like England and Germany. , English
people are rather slow, you see, and they need a bit of boil: some-
thing to make them more alive, and the French have , this alive-
ness. The Germans, I think, need a bit of this also.

Then we come to the Italians. Likewise . they  have a great
rapport with the things of beauty, with music, art, colour, and
these sort of things. We know in the Father's restoced world , it
is to be a berutiful world. iIt, is not enough , to just erect vast
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cities, but they have to be beatitiful places for people to live in. to
express the Father. We have a portrait done in our dining room
by Carlo; he's our Italian Family member, and, indeed, the Italians
also have something to given to Europe. They need - like England
needs - a bit of Germany, a bit of France and many other aspects
of the Father, and we will find then suitzerland' tool is very isolated.
It's isolation has been a great thing with the Swiss. It has preserved
them through Two world wars. It has given them much, but in the
Swiss there are other aspects which are more useful. One is that
they have a small country, and like Holland theycare for it in
a much greater way. Being very close to their country they have a
greater rapport with creation, perhaps more than some other nations.
So Switzerland has something to give and this is true for every
nation. It is true for every continent: for example, that Europe
also has a great deal to learn from the African Continent.

It's no good us thinking here in terms of just restoring Eur-
ope to be together with the Father, because Africa—with its more
open and childlike approach we say, is more open to the Father.
Our Leader has said this perhaps the African will love me most'.
That is the key. The ones who love the Leader more, who love
the Father more, will be closest to him andif the movement
spreads quickly in Africa, where young nations which neither wise to
copy Europe, or copy anybody else, adopt principle and come
together, they may well teach the older nations of Europe
_which are more deeply entrenched in their individuality—
a lesson about the great advantages of coming together. So even
here in Europe we cannot just neglect Africa. Africa may have a
greater lesson to teach us than perhaps we can teach oursives
in Europe.

We have to understand that with Europe, the forces that can
keep us apart, are those forces which try and separate us from
God, which try and prevent us coming together in heart.

The English, for example, have a long history of Democracy
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 and they will philosophise over lecisions at great length . w tty
and work out the _most just. Mean while things may' slip be : neath
them, passing them by, with little accomplished. If the English
people ever thought that they should impose EnOsh democracy
upon Europe it would be a total failure. So England has much
to learn, and has lel. ned much in this Conference from the Father
working through you all here. This is the reason and purpo'se
of us coming together: that, tile Father can work through each of
us, and teach us many things.

To preserve this, to create this, must bo the purpose of every
nation which holds this conference. To create the conditions for
us to feel the heart of the Father.

AFTERNOON CONFERENCE - Sunday 5th October.

Closing speech by Doris B. Orme.

I would like to say just a few words. We are most grateful
to Go the Father for Fringing forth this Conference. Our Father
deserves- all the praise an ' all the credit in this endeavour.

I myself, personally, feel that I have learned very many things
from this Conference, that I don't feel I could have learned by
myself in many a year.

The Father has been, more on less, chastising me. and, brea-
king me down , for weeks prior to this meeting, and many realisa-
tions have been coming to me through very unpleasant experie
nces, here in the centre with members  and also with members
in Europe.

In Holland, especially, I -learned many things. I have recog-
nised how very wrong I have been in many cases  and even here
at the Conference,I have been reminded of this. Through each
one of you, in a sense, I have learned more ways of subjecting
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myself to God the Father, and to members here, by mistakes I
have made even in these three days.

I pray that each one of you have seen many more things from
the Father; in fact I am sure you all have.

In the past I had been very much prone to be too spiritual:
so much so, that I went through Many difficult moments, and. in
turn suffered very much and  inflicted suffering on others unn-
ecessarily.

(for another), and Pauline, especially, chastising me, I am extra-
mely grateful.

Through this chastisement I have been able to see our Father
more, and, in turn been able to help others. more.

I have learned from all of you, from just a few words of paul
even, my weakness in handling members here.

All I can say is that I am thankful that our Father put me
this position as President, because I fell that I had to learn more
than any of you.

I only hope that I can continue to do better, and co-operate
more fully, 'With everyone from this moment on. I must, say again
how grateful am to our Beloved Leader because he knew my

problem more than I, this is his reason for putting me

At first I thought rather a proud thought,
but now I know differently, because I needed , to learn, more

lesson's than any of you.

With the exception of Communist World so many famous

spiritualists in the free world express their viewpoints of

the future of human race.

And some of them published several books of their

spiritual experiences and refered to the spiritual background

of Sun Myung Moon, founder of the Holy Cpirit Association

for the Unification of the World Christianity (HSA-UWC).

In such a sense, we introduced 'Revelation for the New Ages

written by Anthony Brooke, and we will here introduce ano-

ther books 'Unknown But Known' witten by Arthur Ford,

America's most famous living spiritual medium.
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The Sun Myung Moon Sittings

Sometimes the course of my work seems to recapitulate some
of the day. Such a sequence developed around the person of the
Korean sage Sun Myung Moon.

Consider some of the ferments currently brewing. Reincarna-
tion, a theme left severely alone by many generations of scholars,
is currently having a considerable vogue. Several new books on the
subject have appeared. Dr. Ian Stevenson resigned the chairmanship
of psychiatry at the University of Virginia, to investigate the hund-
reds of cases reported from th Middle 7; st. Of the 150 cases
I've studied so far," he reports, "I haven't found a single fake."
Professors E. E. Bernard of North Carolina State and Charles T.
Tart of the University of California are doing studies of out-of-body
experiences where people have been shown to be in two places
at the same. An enormous volume of material has appeared in the
press on the subject of possible communication with inhabitants of
other galaxies. Meditation, in one f I'm or another, has received
unprecedented publicity of late. The desolution and death of old
gods and old institutions has also been a theme frequently heard.

Can anyone deny that world revolution, class and border
warfare, and civil disturbance have been almost daily in the public
eye? Astrology, until recently a dead subject, is booming, with
responsible scientists now conceding that there may be 'something
to' be certain of the astrologers' claims. The end-of-an-era theme,
the idea of a new start for mankind in the approaching year 2000,
couldn't have escaped the attention of even the most casual reader.
And the idea of ecumenicity, a world agreement among men on
principels of living together, has taken hold of most of those, both
religious and secular, who dare to look at the world as a whole.

Would it not seem at least a little unusual if all these themes
were to be explored in some depth in a shot sequence of two
seances? As I read through the transcript of the tape recordings of
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the Sun Myung Moon sittings, it seemed to me quite out of the
ordinary. Moreover, these sittings provide another opportunity
to check the precognition of Fletcher and his co-workers on the
'other side.' Will the sayings of Mr. Moon achieve the predicted
popularity over the next decade or so? Here are significant excer-
pts from the verbatim record:

Sitting with Arthur Ford, November 2, 1964

Present: Mr. Anthony Brooke of England, for whom the sitting
was held; Mr. Walter Voelker, the Rev. W. V. Rauscher, the Rev.
Robert Lewis.

Fletcher (interpreting for Cyril Arlington, former headmaster
of Eton College): 'I got to know Conan Doyle and I couldn't have
disagreed with him more completely than I did about spirits. But
now I find that it's easier for me to accommodate myself to this
method because of the things I remember. It all comes back like the
tide. I am very grateful I am able to communicate. I am grateful
that you (Anthony Brooke) are taking your place. You know that
we used to boast that the British Empire was really organized by
boys from Eton. Now it seems to me that in the New Age, in
which you are moving, it is not going to be necessary for Eton or
anyone else to provide generals and that sort of thing. But we are
probably the same brains who helped organize the Kingdom and
the British Empire may be very useful in ushering in the kingdom of
God on earth -- and that's far more important. Do you understand?"

Anthony Brooke : I do, indeed.
Fletcher : And it's God's way. It always starts like the

leacher itmay have been Abraham  it may have been Moses
or it may have been Jesus  or it may have been any one of

the great religious leaders. First, there's a solitary figure then it
.gradually extends until it spreads out  and that is the symbol. It is
from above and has a broad base firmly grounded. And so that has
been God's making himself known to his people in every generation.
He has with him here a man who, he tells me, was from Denmark.
.Her tells me that he spent over half of his lifetime in Korea. He says
that he not only translated the New Testament into the Korean
language but also was the first one to make the English-Korean
dictionary.

Anthony Brooke: Could you possible get his name?
Fletcher: Yes, it's... his name is Peter, but it's spelled P-i-e-

t-e-r, Pieter Alexander. He came to this country as a child, was
educated here, went to Korea around the turn of the century and
came back when the invasion took place, and then returned after
freedom was declared. And then at a very advanced age he say,
"I graduated into this life"

But the point in coming, he says, is that in company with
two friends of mine, George Wynn and his wife, who also spent
many, many years in that land, I met and talked with this
remarkable person who seems to be winning the devotion of a
great many people who we had thought were securely anchored in
the churches which we had organized. There was something about

1-iim that made me feel I was in the presence of a person who
was sent by God. I had never been able to quite understand the
widespread idea about rebirth or a spirit incarnating again in an
earthly body.

And then in our conversation with  they called him Mr.
Moon he gave me what I think is the most logical as well as
the most scriptural and probably the true explanation. Spirits on
this side progress, but their progression is helped or hindered by
things done or undone on the earth plane. And since we find in
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every human being a quality of God akin to that which we possess,
we are able, even though the person is not conscious of it, to
work through earthly instruments. And that is the true explan-
ation of the coming of the Holy Spirit.

The Whole Spirit individualizes, separates itself into different
parts, but never separates itself from the source. But it can blend
with a thing that corresponds to its own nature. Practically every-
one on the earth plane is in some fashion being used, either as
a means of helping someone here to progress, or to thing that
is necessary. It is a sort of universal power, like electric current.

Here you have a grea t big bulb, maybe 100 watts, and there
is a 60-watt—then there is a small one—then there are little
tiny ones. Each one of these represents degree of culture or civi-
lization on the earth, and each one reflects as much of the univer-
sal current as that particular bulb is able to incorporate and make
manifest. And Mr. Moon told me that he did not believe that
reincarntaion was true or was a fact, in the sense that a spirit
entered into and became completely bound up in the physical
organism of another person.

God does individualize in that person but nearly every person
is carrying around what the psychotherapist or the psychiatrist
would say is an obsession  but Mr. Moon insists that it is an
incarnation. It may last for a while or it may be for a lifetime. It
all depends upon the dedication of the person and the task that
is to be accomplished.

Then there is a highly sensitized person, and he becomes
the vehicle which is used either peri, anently or periodically by a
spirit from high planes. He takes on some of the personality and
some of the characteristics of that spirit until he begins to act
like it. And then his own consciousness absorbs the knowledge
which is passing through him in some cases: 'I am Moses," or I am
this, or I am that, and to some extent he may be. But that is what
is meant by the coming of the Spirit of Truth. It is, and he made it
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clear to me that the more highly evolved a person becomes spiri-
tually the more impersonal he becomes in the sense that, like St.
Paul said, "I died that Christ may .ive and then at another
time he said 'I die daily.'

And Mr. Moon made it clear that every man who is seek-
ing spiritual growth or understanding has to die —because in
dying it means you are pushing (not physical death, that's of
no moment whatever) your selfishness, your desires, your
egocentric being is daily pushed further and further away from the
center of your being so that the spiritual impulse that seeks to
express itself through you can become manifest.

And there is no happiness that can transcend the happiness of
death—the death of selfish interest, personal self-centered desir-
es, and all those things which are causing man to be,even while
in the body, earth-bound more truly than he could be even when
he is free from the physical body. That is true happiness—to
become part of the Universal Mind and Heart and to express it.

And so a person may very well say, "I know I have lived
before', because he is acting under the guidance of a person who
has lived on earth and who now lives through him. And if you
read your Bible with understanding, you will know that 'the end
of the age' not "the end of the earth" (for there will be no
physical destruction of the age__ __a type of civilization) will ulti-
mately result in a supra-civilization, which may be what you mean
by the Kingdom of God.

But at the end of age from which you are just emerging
you enter a New Age. It was said that there would be many false
Christs and many people would claim to be what they were not

and they would lead the people astray in many directions.
And those are the people who are just as real as the rest of us,
Fut who have for some reason refused to accept the spiritual
heritage which they had a right to claim.
Mr. Moon says a person apsychic or a medium who may be
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controlled by an entity who hasn't been here very long and who
probably is still expressing and trying to validate some of the things
that she believed while on earth —may look at you and become
aware of a personality that is more than you are at this moment
 at this particular hour of your life. She may get the idea that
she is dealing with another incarnation. There is no reincarnation
in the sense that there is a law which drives people back over
and over again, but there is a law of correspondence. And when
Jesus said, "It is necessary that I go, because if I (and the word
'I' as he used it meant 'I' the limited ego, which you know as
your friend Jesus)  if I do not go the Spirit of Truth cannot
come". In other words, he knew that he could only manifest in
the highest and truest sense and speak the final truth, the spiritual
truth, when he was no longer handicapped by personality  when
he was no longer limited to the recognition on the part of his friends
that he was just Jesus of Nazareth.

They could not always know there was something more than
the carpenter's son. There was something using him. And that
is what I meant when I said, The things that I do you could
do, because I will send the Whole Spirit—the Spirit out from the
top until it envelops and involves all those who are ready to
receive it." And that was the only time I ever really understood
the Oriental preoccupatation with the idea of rebirth. Rebirth is a
spiritual thing. The spirit ages physical instruments, but is not
limited to them.

Pieter Alexander says, 'George Wynn was with me and
Lillian Wynn was with me when we met him. Because I was
fluent in the language and different dialects I was able to under-
stand what he meant. I did not mean to stay so long, but I
wanted to tell you that because I saw these young clergymen
here."

Anthony Brooke: Could you say anything about the signific-
ance of Mr. Moon in relation to any other individual in the
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flesh today?
Fletcher: You mean in interpersonal 'relationships?
Anthony Brooke: What can you tell us about Sun Myung

Moon?
Fletcher: His mission is as a teacher, a revealer. At the end

of an age always there must be a few, sometimes even one, who
N\ ill become the voice of this Intelligence  Creative Mind 
which you call God. His relationship is to the rest of the world
what that of many have been in the past. Abraham spoke and
became the voice of God for a tribe. Moses spoke and became
the voice of God for a nation. Jesus spoke and became the voice
of God for the whole world. But the Anointed One cannot die
—God cannot die. And the effort that is necessary now and
the divine purpose for which Mr. Moon (is) brought into your
cons( iousness is simply stated in this way, 'It is necessary (he
is the voice of inspiration, guidance) to restore to mankind an
understanding of his full nature and his relationship to God. "

And out of the shambles of a crumbling civilization and above
the cries of distress that you hear in every part of your world
today, there is a plan slowly and definitely unfolding to restore
man to the state of perfection which is necessary if he is to live
happily and handle wisely the instruments that materialistic science
has wrested from this mysterious and growing universe.

Restoration not of anything of the past simply because it
belongs to the past, but restoration of the basic truths out of
which all civilization and all religions have grown.

There have been many and each one of them has been solitary
until he has touched and inspired others and gradually the
pyramid spread out. He is not the first, nor the last. But for the
present moment he is, in my estimation, a most important spiritual
light that shines in the darkness of your confused world.

And he has the rare quality of projecting himself, which isn't
a miracle really. It's simply an employment of techniques which
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swamis, yogis, and holy men have known and which the saints
have known for projection until you become real and visible to
your devotees or people whom you need in order to further the
kingdom. Mr. Moon in deep meditation can project himself and be
seen just as Jesus has been able to project himself and be seen by
the saints. This is one of the marks of the messiahs always.

Walter Voelker : What can we ourselves do to help?
Fletcher: Hear the word do not allow tradition to blind you to

revelation. You must remember that every person that comes with
revelation that threatens the selfish interests of people entrenched in
anything on earth is going to be persecuted. But we know here
that when a person burns another at the stake, or crucifies him
or hangs him, it is because unconsciously the spirit within him is
telling him that the person he is crucifying is right. But he can not
afford to admit the because he has accepted the persecutor —
the hangman  the crucifier  as maintaining traditional beliefs.

And so whenever you find anyone persecuting another person
you know that the , ne who is persecuting is doing it in order to
keep himself from admitting the truth. And he is killing the one
who threatens his security, because the inquisitor is always unsure.
He is guilty and his insecurity drives him to a frenzy that is
why you have such hatred, such strife on earth today. People in
vast numbers are clinging to things which they no longer beli-
eve. But they have not been willing to listen. Therefore, in their
ignorance, they destroy the secure person who threatens their
security. That is why the person who is crucified is always calm
and even happy in the hour of his martyrdom. Re is sure.

Walter Voelker: How can we reach others and bring this
to their attention?

Fletcher •: I know of no way except individuals who experi-
ence God in some form  who have had the courage to look at
what they are and what they have and what they believe through

t the lens of revelation and inspiration then speak.

The Church is undergoing a transformation because it is
inevitable at this particular point in history the beginning of
a New Age and the end of an old one. Even the Church with its
holy traditions has to bring Christ down from the stained-glass
window take him from the altar put him in the hearts of
men.

And the Christ always has as a symbol of his authority the

And now in the New Age, it is an age of orchestration--
of a symphony of unity. And the New Teacher will be neither
Christian, Buddhist, Moslem, or anything else. The Holy Spirit
speaks in universal terms —and God will no longer be fragmented.
God will be the one God who sent forth his Son not once but
many times.

Anthony Brooke: At this point can you say something about
the spirit that is appearing in England that calls himself Truth and
who has been seen by some people in solid form?

Fletcher: That's Mr. Moon's projection —a form of apparition
the projection of the spirit of Truth whoexpresses himself

through Mr Moon. In other words, 4 in the language of the
occult mystery schools, it's the astral. or spiritual body of
Mr. Moon projected and seen by those who are ready for
it. You must remember that when Jesus of Galilee was crucified

Anthony Brooke: can you say how near we are to such a
breakthrough of universal truth?

But before Jesus 13,
came manifest there were people who had been prepared John
the Baptist came prepared. But the world has grown and mult-
iplied—the means of communication have become simpler and easier.
It takes not one man in a little country to be a John the Baptist,
but many men in many countries to herald the coming.

Present: Mr. Sun Myung Moon, for whom the sitting was
held; Col. Bo Hi Pak, former attache of the Korean Embassy; Miss
Kim, interpreter for Sun Myung Moon, Mr. Walter Voelker, the
Rev. W. V. Rauscher, the Rev. Robert Lewis, and a group of
Mr. Moon's friends from Korea, Japan, the United States, and
other places..

Arthur Ford: I studied with Yogananda. He used the word
*detachment,* which means we completely detach from the objec-
tive. There's a larger mind. You never know what will happen.
What happens, happens because of the people who are here.

When Fletcher comes. I am totally unconscious. That proves
it's complete detachment. I can't rememder anyting. It isn't merely
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hypnosis. Fletcher is using words through me,- using my voice.
Naturally, they don't use words over there. Words are physical
sounds. He has to interpret thoughts and ideas, that sort of thing, and
put them into words. And, of conrse, it's as St. Paul says, when
he went up into the Third Heaven, he saw things and heard
things which are unutterable. It's something you feel.

When Fletcher comes, we'll do the best we can. You can ask
any questions you want, he'll tell you who's there. He will esta-
blish identities.

I haven't used this handkerchief since you were here before.
Col. Pak: I remember that handkerchief.

Arthur Ford: I do this, because it's easier to sleep (At this
point Arthur Ford went into trance.)
• Fletcher: It is not easy for me to get down to the level of
Ford. Great power in the form of light  if you were to see the
light that surrow,ds you mostof you would be blinded by it.
I am conscious that there are people here who are spiritually more
advanced than some here and certainly more advanced than I am,
though I have beenhere nearly fifty years. Time does not

guarantee spirituality, nor does it necessarily suggest growth.
In another setting I would insist that my instrument and the

rest of you should take off your shoes. But spiritually you can
create the humility that will enable you to know that you are in
the presence of Truth Incarnateand Discarnate.

I am surrounded by people who are not the kind of people I
usually interpret for. A man who is here speaks hesays he is
grateful for the opportunity he has something, somehow, to do
with some of you. He gives the name of Kousik. It's K.K Kim
Kousik. He shows me a paper which seems to bear his name.

I see the man. The paper I cannot read...
It seems to me that there is one man here who was here be-

fore. Your name is Colonel or something. You know who Kousik
is ?
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Col. Pak: Yes, Kim Kousik was one of the political statesmen
in Korea.

Fletcher: He shows me a document which seems to have
significance as if his name were on it. He says he regrets very
much Tong Wan Lee is not with you. Tong wan Lee. Do you
know who that is?

Col. Pak: Foreign Minister of Korean Government.
Fletcher: You have seen lately?
Col. Pak: Yes, I saw him two days ago.
Fletcher: Tell him that he did well to come here... This is the

end of an age, and the battle that is raging is really Armageddon.
It's battle between the selfish, brutal men who do not think in
terms of God or things which are associated with that word
 against those peoples who will be the hardingers of the New
destroyed and new things which are eternal but which are
new only because mankind has now reached the point where it
is ab'e to recognize t1'.:Tn and use them.

And some of you in this room, some of you who come from
other lands and some of you who are native to this land belong
in the vanguard of the New Age. And there is a gentleman in
the room who is one of those who wil be used for the restoration
of spiritual principles and truths which are eternal, but which
have been lost becausee of the stupidity and the greed of men.
You can safely follow him, because nothing that is in the
universe that is real is ever destroyed — it changes form.

But there are many things in the minds and consciousness of
men which are distortions of Truth and approximation of Truth
and they are many times superstitions which haye been grafted
upon Truth. They do not destroy, but they present Truth in
such a manner that it does not have significance or meaning to the
people who are looking for salvation  which means only a res-
toration of the eternal affinity between the Creator and his
creations. I can't know what they're talking about, but that's
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what he says.
Col. Pak: Could you ask him in connection with the New Age,
more specifically, the mission of Our Leader here today?

Fletcher: He is one of those who will be the human instru-
ment through whom the World Teacher will be able to speak. And
he was chosen because the New Age can be ushered in only thro-
ugh the eastern gate of the City of God--and that gate has been
sealed since Jesus was crucified. It cannot be opened until the New
Age in which you are now entering and which you are in. When
the teacher comes there would be a people ready for him.

The Jesus of Galilee will not return—it is not necessary.
The Christ who manifested through him is the Eternal —he will
manifest again. He has never ceased to speak to men but the time
has come when, in the New Age, the veil which has been drawn
between your plane and the World of Spirit will be pushed aside and
those who have been freed from physical bondage will be able to
peak and use and guide and teach the peoples of earth. That is

being brought into manifestation everywhere.
But the important thing to remember is that when God wants

to make a revelation (he : , as always done so and always will) he
has to choose a human instrument, who, through some circums-
tances or conditions, has been brought to the point of sensitiveness
and spiritual perception so that he can, in his own person, accept
this ancient light of wisdom and through him it will filter down
to others, probably no less dedicated, but, in truth, less gifted.

It is like a pyramid. At the peak stands the Teacher, the
Leader, the Chosen One and under him, gradually there begins to
build a foundation. The truth flows down, and as it flows down
it flows outward until it touches every corner of the earth. But
it always starts with one man and others are touched.
The Holy Spirit has not been quite  and he has not been inactive.
But here come periodically in the history of the race moments
when the Holy Spirit has to individualize almost completely in some
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person who becomes the instrument who will enable others to
catch the Spirit and see the Spirit, and know the Spirit. And so
they go in all directions, never separated from the source, but
always individualized...

Sun Myung Moon is the one I have been talking about. I have
been speaking for a group of people here. This group seems to
surround him. And he power that flows througl him, the intelli-
gence, is not just one  it is a great group of people. And they
seem all to draw their inspiration and their knowledge from One
Source—and then they seem to pour it symbolically into a pool and
in some strange symbolical way that pool becomes Sun Myung Moon.

As if All Experience—All Knowledge All Spiritual Truth
has always existed. It has been revealed at different times  through
different people. But the one who reveals is concerned only that he
speaks Truth and those who are ready and capable of accepting Truth
or perceiving Truth they carry the message on. The revelatory
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seldom live to see their revelations widely accepted. But they do
always draw to them  and leave behind them  a group who
continue the revelation.

Walter Voelker: May I ask a question, Fletcher? For persons
like me, familiar with the teachings of Jesus and to whom the
Divine Principles seem strange, can anyone tell the relationship
between the 'teachings of Jesus" and the 'messages of Sun My-
ung Moon' so that I will not be confused?

Fletcher: I will have to s . eak for the people here. Truth ne-
ver contradicts itself. Quite often what you call the teachings of
Jesus may be  they often are interpretationswhich men have
made, and about which men have builded institutions. You cannot,
in your age, rely upon any ancient formula or any ancient defin-
itions of God or man. The other religions develop dogmas and
doctrines about both man and God. And when they declared them,
science challenged them  and then chaos, confusion, set in.

In the age in which you are living, all the debris that has
accumulated around Truth must be brushed aside, for all Truths
become loaded with ideas, organizations, which grow up in the
heart of devout people, but which have no relation really to the
Truth itself. And so today you live in a time when men know a
great many facts, but they haven't learned how to identify these
facts  this data with ideals.And a scientific knowledge with-
out philosophical reflection can result in emptiness. And that is
what you face.

You cannot limit God. And you cannot limit the possibilities of
man, because man has within him individualized part of the God,
of the Infinite. But if you try to build a life, a philosophy, or a
religion only on those facts which you are able to perceive thro-
ugh your senses  and if you rely only upon sensory perception
and experience, you will not find the Truth.

Scientific facts are important, but in themselves they tell you
nothing. Scientific facts become meaningful—only when they are
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used against a vast background of ideas and ideals. Therefore,
what I am saying is that the Basic Truths are that God is and
that man is his creation and being God's creation began as a
perfect being but through environmental conditions and through
ignorance :and sometimes because of instinctual promptings
which overpowered his divinity man has lost that perfection
which he had as a creature of God. And man himself has created a
dual universe.

There was no Evil in God's creation; there is no Evil in the
Mind of God. But man through his own choice  and because he
has yielded to the instinctual urges which are a heritage of his
animal ancestry as a physical vehicle has created a dual univ-
erse. And the purpose of the New Age is to restore that perfec-
tion, which can only be realized when man becomes completely
God - centered - and then into the social processes brings the qualities
of justice and love and brotherhood, which are the attributes of
the spiritual concept of God. Then you will demolish a dual
universe.

And Satan, which is only the ancient word for Eteral Hatred,
will be .'estroyed—because where there is love, there can be no
hate, and that is what the prophets and Jesus himself prophesied__
"at the end of the age" not "the end of the world" and you have
ended that age and are entering now an age in which you will be
compelled to subjugate those people who would destroy you. And
you will be compelled to end the Battle of Armageddon. But it
will be a victory in which all the selfish of nationalism, the creeds,
the hates that grow out of these things will be ended. It will not
be finished in your lifetime, but your lifetime is not limited to this
little expression through your physical bodies. You will still be a
part of the chosen; you will still be a part of those who will be
influencing and guiding and throwing light on the path of those
who will build the Kingdom of God on earth.

You must not fall victim to the false idea that there is any
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such thing as a final truth once and for all delivered. Truth is a living
vibrant things because truth stems from God, and there is no conclu-
sion; there is no goal except that ever expanding goal of God. But, in
some strange way, the divine economy demands that every so
often some man take upon himself a larger share of God and
thus become the Voice of Truth. It was always been so and
always will be so, and there will always be those who can be used.

God has no voice save the voice that is given to him by
people who have risen to the point where they can comprehend
and then extend his ideas...

Miss Kim: Do 7. ou mean the Christ of 2,000 years ago?
Fletcher: There was no Christ 2,000 years ago  there was

a man 2,000 years ago through whom the Anointed. One was
able to manifest. The man died—Christ lived and, as the Holy
Spirit, has been helping, you must remember that, when
this man said, 'I will be with you until the end of the age,*
it was not the Galileane speaking, it was the Incarnate
Christ....

Miss Kim: Will there be many leaders in the New Age?
Fletcher: Even if there is a Christ he had to choose the twel-

ve, and they, in turn, touched the lives of others. Because the me-
ssage could not have been given if it had been limited to one
man, to one race, to one group. But always, as this man said, it
has to start with one man-and always the revelation is founded
upon the truth once revealed, but it is added to, and expressed
in terms not of yesterday, but,of the future . . . .There must alw-
ays be someone who can accept the responsibility of passing the
truth on.

Col. Pak: You are speaking of New Revelation: that means
you are speaking of you refer to the Divine Principles brought
by Sun Myung Moon?

Fletcher: That's a part of it, yes, but even Sun Myung Moon
has not exhausted the possibilities of the Divine Mind. He is,
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and as long as he lives will continue to be, a channel for revela-
tion. The channel never ceases to flow; the fountain never dries up...
Always it will be the Spirit of Truth —who is not limited in any
.direction by either a group, a man, or anyone else  he uses one
man---or he may use a million men, but he is never limited.
The Spirit of Truth, like the sun, will light the whole world.

Miss Kim: Do you know that there should be one true father
and mother true parents for the New Age?

Fletcher: The Divine Mind or the Concept of God has as a
'creative principle—God has within himself all the faculties or the
qualities of both the male and the female. There can be no creative
expression, there can be no life without these two qualities---
the male and the female, So God is neither man nor woman.
He sums up within himself all things... There's a man who comes
here, and he says that he wished to speak. He seems to have
known some of you. He gives the name of John Gilmer. He says
he died in Seoul. Some of you from there? Seoul? John Gilmer,
he says he was there and he knew and met some of you there.
He was with the United Nations on some kind of an economic
survey. And he says he was with Itiert Wedemeyer.

Col. Pak: Yes. General Wedemeyer... I knew his name.
Fletcher: He says that he comes because he died just recently,

almost within days or hours, in Seoul, this John Gilmer. He says
that he wants to tell you that there are in your land great possi-
bilities, and they must be utilized. You must not forget that to
feed The hungry, clothe the naked, and heal ti-p sick all these
things are as spiritual as it is to worship God. And you must
translate your spiritual truth into those things which make for
justice and for happiness sothat men can know God- because
you cannot talk about God to men who are starving unless you
present God in the form of bread. You cannot interest men in
God if they are naked unless you can cloth them and eep them

.rm. And a man who is sick because of deprivation and unhappy
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conditions will not listen about God unless you help to relieve- 
  conditions then you have found God in action... And now you .

enter a New Age-you have to live through Armageddon you
  have to live through the death struggle of those who seek to per-

petuate the old days butyou will emerge into the Light... There-
is someone here who's been talking, several, but one who is
talking, in light, someone who gives the name Kim Koo.

Col. Pak: Yes a martyred patriot in Korea.
Fletcher: I died that they might find freedom. Our land has-

never known the freedom even to worship God as our hearts told .

us to. We were always having foreign religious ideas imposed
upon us. Now we have freedom andso when that freedom was
ours, Sun Myung Moon was used by the Holy Spirit, and is used
by the Holy Spirit, and will be used by the Holy Spirit. Translate
the things he tells you into activities that lift poverty and hunger
and hate.

I can assure you that there will be no war that will destroy
Korea or the world even Satan is wise enough to know when
he must retreat. Error cannot live where the light of truth is to
be found.

Walter Voelker: What advice does he have for us?
Fletcher: This man has a message this man has no message

but the Holy Spirit, of Truth, can speak through Moon more
clearly more completely than he is able to speak through
any one individual today. It may take along time for his truth
to be realized in the hearts of men. But even the Christ had to
have his John the Baptist to herald him andthen, after he
came, he had to gather around him a group and after his death
that group bore witness and it's a long time.

There is but one God. There is but one Christ. He may wear
different names, because men speak different tongues, but there
is but one God, one Christ, (spirit of truth, whenever that spirit
of Truth becomes vocal, you. are wise to listen.)
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Remember to make the distinction between the Spirit of Truth,
which is the Christ, and any individual with a human name.
That name may become historically associated with the Spirite
Truth. The spirit of Truuth didn't begin with any man—it ends
with no man—it uses men. Right now it is using in a very
remarkable way the man who is in your presence.

Col. Pak: May I ask you one thing? Our leader, Sun Myung
Moon is a prince of the New Age. We feel that he has completed
national scale restoration. Now his work is going on in the world
on a universa scale. How will the worIld accept him? In his lifetime
how much will the world be changed?

Fletcher:It was Kim Koo, who came because he said even
in effecting political and national and economic freedom we have
to use people....

You have reached a point—the world has reached a point
—where a person can speak in terms of principles. And remem-
ber that principles are flexible and are capable of being applied in-
dividually. They are adaptable to wisdom. A principle is the reality
behind law. Most of you are no longer spiritually under law. Law
is a fixed and sometimes cruel and heartless and ruthless thing.
You have grown spiritually to the point where you live on principle,
which is the truth behind law. Primitive peoples still need the law.
God is able to make himself understood in terms and in manner
that is understood—and that is adapted to the culture in which
it is sprinked. Strange thing. Does the name Indra mean anything.

Col. Pak: It coud be a Korean woman's name.
Fletcher: Whoever this woman is, she says something about

some kind of a memorial--it looks like it's a symbol  a picture
of what will grow and it is no mere accident that it happened in
Pusan. A memorial to people of all nations. And that memorial was
consecrated and dedicated by representatives of every one of the
world religions who came together on the soil of Korea to build a
memorial, not to the people of one race  one 'religion. And Kim
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Koo says it is no accident that on the 21st of last August repre-
sentatives of every race and every religion gathered in Pusan to
build some kind of a sacred something which is a symbol of what

will grow out and spread over the world-and it has something fto
do with some kind of a memorial. It was established just a few
days after this holy 15th of August. What's the 15th of August?

Col. Pak: The 15th of August is the day we celebrate the
birth of freedom, the Independence Day of Korea.
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Walter Voelker: May I ask a question, Fletcher? So we have
within ourselves a guide that tells us what is God's will? Or do we
take in an autheritarian way the opinion or statement of another,
such as Sun Myung Moon, without qualifications?

Fletcher: The Spirit speaks to spirit and every one of you
has within you somethng--an individuaize', part of that whole
which you call God. Truth may flow to everyone, it is not limited
to any one man. Always there are illumined souls who can become
teachers, guides,and through whom the ruth can flow more fully.
It did through Christ  it did through Buddha itdid through
others. But none of these people  and neither does Mr. Moon
himself—claim to be God  he only claims, like Jesus and the
others, to be an instrument through whom the Spirit of Truth is
able to speak. And when the Spirit of Truth speaks through any
man, not matter who it is listen When he speaks more fully,
listen more carefully...

Miss Kim: Should the Christians all over the world continue to
follow Jesus of Nazareth or the Divine Principles?

Fletcher: The Christians all over the world have never foll-
owed Jesus of Nazareth as a man —they have only followed
Christ who was incarnate for a little while in the person of Jesus
—must make the distinction. It is not going to be possible for any
one to suddenly sweep all the religious peoples of the world into
one group. It is a process of education into a part of the world
where hrist was not known, and where his teachings were pre-
sented very poorly by those who claimed to represent h . m.

It was necessary that Mr. Moon should come. God had to have
some man through whom the Spirit of Thuth could speak, because
the missionaries were not speaking in the same language  they
were all presenting a different picture. There is but the Spirit of
Truth. And so the distortions of men have always made it neces-
sary for someone to become the revelator...

Col. Pak: Could you give me some forecast of our leader's
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work, the teaching and educational process of this new truth, in
the United States?

Fletcher: First of all, he must be willing to listen, to speak,
and then have his words translated  and they will be translated
into many languages. But you cannot expect the message to be
accepted immediately by vast numbers of people  only those who
are ready and who are willing to listen and to whom this particular
message seems to be right and meaningful. That is the way that
all the world teachers have had to go. And remember one thing
only, that if it is of God, it cannot fail. And it is of God.

But Mr. Moon is just one in a long line of people who have
been used as revelatory he is not the last heis not the first
but in this hour, he is being used in a great way. And his
message will be heard. Does that answer your question?

This is the thing to remember (and with this I must go-the
poweris waning)  this is the thing I would leave with you —
that any man who has the good fortune to find a teacher of truth,
and that teacher speaks to his need and to his heart, that man is
under a divine compulsion to share his joy and his knowledge, and,
if possible, lead others so that each may stand in the presence of
his teacher andenter into an experience of his own.

But never make the mistake of associating the truth which
flows from any man, through any man, of identifying it completely
with that man. The Spirit of Truth uses men. It is not a man.

Walter Voelker: Quick question, Fletcher, please. What is my
greatest weakness? What is the weakness that you see in other
persons like us here?

Fletcher: I see just what we all see here-a great confusion
in the minds of men everywhere —because ancient formalism,
traditions are being struck down in the light of new knowledge.
You have almost reached the point worldwide as men, incarnate
men—where you seem to know everything, understand nothing

We lectured at university Nanterre

Paris, November 28, 1969

Since May, 1968, (The Student Social Revolution in France),
the students have been more and more numerous in affiliating ,,nd
more communism, and anarchism have become very active.

This Activity appears first of all in numerous meetings and
abundant publicity. The entierly new faculty walls are covered
with posters, slogans, etc. The atmosphere is generally very low.
The premises are dirty and untidy. The minds are superficial or
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excited. Many are lost and try, however, to adapt themselves.
The Church satisfies itself with meetings, discussions, expositi-

ons, services, and friendly gatherings in the outskirts of Paris.
There is great division in Christianity. 'Christian socialism and

Christian marxism prevails. A young Christian states, concerning
the religious war in Ireland, that Jesus has come to bring the
sword instead of peace. Strength, decision, and lucidity are lacking.

Still, we are certain we will conquer this university, put to
sleep by too much intellectualism, too much politics, and too many
"isms*.

On November 12, we started at Nanterre (universtiy campus
at 8 kilometers north-west of Paris, extension of the Sorbonne,
20,000 students; There is also a Law Facutly. The buildings
are very new, spacious, and modern.) Nanterre is well known
in France for its revolutionnary and anarchic spirit. We have
given out invitations and have spoken door-to-door in the student's
residences.

Good contacts have been distinguished by:
A search for new values and a new society curiosity
Intellectual knowledge of the direction of our times,

toward a new age (Aquarius). There is often a lack
of depth and lack of a feeling of being personally
involved in one's lice. Most of the students are not
happy with their lives but they go along with the
current while looking at the world with scepticism.

Our ways of contacting peolpe are:
1) Three sign boards (dimensions 2,50 meters x 0,55 meters

each) As they fold and are transportable, we show
them in the hall of the Faculty of Nanterre as well as at
the Boulevard Saint-Germain.

One of them shows the three stages, the direction of our his-
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tory towards restored harmony, from prehistory, ancient civili-
zations, through occidental or Christian civilization.

The second one reproduces many sketches explaining cosmique
"Give and Take" and the ideal of creation.

The third one is a very compact and concentrated text

plaining the "why" and the "how" of the physical and spiritual resto-
ration of man and the Universe today. These boards are generally
an excellent base for introducing the Divine Principle.

2) Invitations: we have printed 30,000. More than 20,000
have already been distributed, at Nanterre, at Dauphine
(Faculty in the 16th quarter of Paris, extension of the Sor
bonne for languages and economy.) and in the Latin Quar-
ter. They strike the reader by their direct affirmation of
the possibility offered man today to establish a world, 100%
happy, united, and free.
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3) Lecture-Discussions. At Nanterre we obtained the amphi-
theatre for four successive Wednesdays (between 8:30 and
10:30). Twelve students came the first evening. Thirty
others waited at the door, looked, and finally did not dare
enter, seeing our small numbers. One good contact stayed;
a young girl wanting to create a youth group in Paris.
Strength is often lacking in the interested, and there are
many who do not come at their arranged dates.

Electricity bl ck-outs occurred in France because of worker
strikes. For this reason, the second evening, during the schedu-
ling of our lecture, none of the faculty had light. We came back
to the center with a young girl who was waiting for us in the
dark.

The third evening, the man responsible for opening the roo-
ms, and who had the key to the amphitheatre, had left. Despite
our search, we could not find him. Ten students remained there
and we gave the lecture in the hall, using the available benches
which were there. The blackboard was missing. Nevertheless, they
all received a long introduction of the Divine Principle. The words
'God' and 'Christ" were in most of their minds, but concepts
tied to many prejudices (moral, church, and religious). We are still
looking for the best base to bring them closer to the Truth and Life.

At "Dauphin', we rented a room for two evenings. One go-
od contact until now, but no follow-up as of yet.

At the room rented at the Quaker center in the Latin Quart
er, many contacts have •._ken place, which have had much results.
Students from all the faculties and in particular the Sorbonne are
invited. The Sorbonne, since last September, has adopted a very
strict discipline. Last year, signs and meetings of all sorts had in-
vaded the inner courtyard. Today it is clean and neat. Despite
our request, we could not receive permission to use the amphitheat-
re, as the year before. We can, nevertheless, distribute our invita-
tions at its doors.
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4) Posters: Genie could use the silk-screening equipement at
the American Center. we printed 100 posters, reproducing only our
symbol; (Diameter: 40 cm) We covered the entire side of a wall .

at the entrance hall way of Nanterre with 48 symbols. The next
morning, all the students that had courses on that day were very
impressed by this show of force. The questions were deeper, the
atmosphere had changed greatly toward the positive. Officially, all .

the groups have the right to put posters on all the walls in the hall-
ways of the faculty. Another evening, we posted the rest of the
symbols against the window panes of the university restaurant that
you could see from very far away. The next morning, we distribu-
ted invitations in the restaurant hall, in the midst of communist
group yelling and selling newspapers, Christian group called.
`Operation Mobilization" who were singing, and students hurrying
to go eat.

We will continue to wake up the youth who desire the advent
of a new society. In the center of Paris, a true posterwar is pre-
valent, in particular at the Boulevard Saint-Germain and Saint
Michel. In the midst of this confusion, our symbol, our boards,
our invitations and our lectures become more and more important.

The communism in France is divided into numerous branches.
Its adherents are orators, but not men of action.

Their common base: to be against the existing political regime.
We pray, every day, Our Father, to prepare and guide the

pionners wanting to work night and day to establish his kingdom
in this country.

The Divine Principle of Sun Myung
Moon Was introduced in Dutch

magazine, BRES PLANETE
South-Korea this divided land, became a democratic Governmtan,

after a wracking war and built a viable economy, and took the
initiative a few years ago the by calling together a conference
of nine nations in the Pacific area.

South-Korea has recovored and tries to maintain the existing
peace. To this peace has Sun Myung Moon, a man in his mid-
forties much contributed. This man endured more than two years of
brutal treatment in a communist prison camp during the terrible
Korean war. In prison Sun Myung Moon gathere , ' a group aro-
und him to whom he began to expand his ideas. After his liberation
in 1954 this group soon expanded especially In Seoul the capital of
South-Korea. Many excepted to his ideas and his vc ords spread so fast
that they have reached hundred of thousands of people. His follo-
wers are now strong enough to exert a beneficial political and
economic influence upon the country. His ideology is a dynamic
counter-force to communism and it appeals primarily to youth in
search of meaning and purpose for their lives.

After establishing a group of followers in his own country, Sun
Myung Moon sent some of them to other countries to spread the
word.

In 1958 a young man Choi Sang Ik began to teach principle
of Sun Myung Moon to a student group who calls itself later
the world Unification Movement. In 1959 Miss, Young Oon L im
did the same in America... she had previously been a theological
student in Korean, Japanese and Canadian universities. Mr. Moon's
idea made so great impression on her that she made herself
completely free for the spreading of his principles. Practing
what they teach this group live as a family under one roof.
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In 1966 a national headquarters was established in Washing
ton D,C. There are now teaching centers in more than thirty cities in
the United States and in twelve other countries also 3 centers in
Holland. The Principles of Sun Myung Moon are not always easy
to understand and if we completely want to comprehend them
much study is required. One part of it we will handle now.

Just what is the Divine principle? Does mankind need a spiritual
teaching? Through the ages certain questions have concerned the
theologians, philosophers and laymen. what is God'? what is man?
what laws govern the universe? what is the purpose of creation and
life? Does a spiritual world exist beyond physical perception? what
is God's relationship to man? God's relationship to the universe.

Mr. Moon's Teaching is based on the old and new testament
but he explains the relation of Christ in another way, then it has
been in the past.

Mr. Moon has gone along with the time and has given to the
Bible an extra dimention. His teaching is a gospel of this time and
Mr. Moon is bring the world religiones to a synthese. He will unify
of all what is, with as base the truth of the Divine principle, the
name of his movement.

Mr. Moon put it this way;
Christ wanted to show us that spiritual insight and power a

far-reaching influence can exercise on the evolution of man, if man
use his power in the right way. However, man failed to put in
practice the ideas of Christ. The Good was directed in a wrong
way or wasted, while the evil forces seem to be operating even
more effectively. A new spiritual impectus is needed. The teaching
of christ has to be looked at, and understood in a new way. Sun My-
ung Moon clarifies and explains the core truth contained in the bibl-
cal in a unique and logical way, and summarize it as follows:

The Divine Principle is in three parts:
1. The ideal toward which mankind is intended to develop accor-

ding to universal principle, upon which all laws based, both natural
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and spiritual laws which man gradually discovers and learns to apply.
2. Man has deviated from this ideal. It specifies the accident in

the evolution of man on his way to an ever higher degree of con-
ciousness.

Sun Myung Moon gained it th-
rough the fusion of intuition or highest consciousness, the scientific
observation of nature, and his study of history and duaristic 
that is, there is God the Creator (the subject) and the Creation
(the object). In every part of the material world this principle of
polarity is very obvious.

There is the male and the female, the positve and the
negative, the day and night, and so on. In the East this principle is
called the yim (female) and yang (male). 'Each half of any pair is
complementary to the other and each is necessary to the other,
for neither could function without the other. Neither is more
important than the other, although the subject position is the one
that inaugurates action which object responds.

The male and female principle is life creating. The highest
manifestation is the man-woman relationship. The corollary to the
principle of polarity is that of interaction, or give and take between
the subject and the object. This give and take produces the energy
from which springs all creative results, it produces joy and vitality.
When man and woman are one in love, they are a unit, the physical
expression of the balance polarity, the completion and the oneness of
God. No individual is complete in himself, and *salvation" whatever
that may mean, cannot be achieved by an isolated individual.

All things from the smallest to the largest in the creation exist
in a paired relationship of subject and thus reflect the polarity of
God's nature.

God is perpetual, self-generating Energy. All other energy
derives from this Energy, the First Cause.

The Energy from the Source (God) is vertical, while the



responsive energy produced between subject and object is horizontal.
The higl.est joy and energy is released in such reciprocal

action when the opposites are not only related to each other hori-
zontally with their creative source, or God. Sun Myung Moon sees
the construction of the universe as follows: The universal Energy
(God) has the power to multiply into two objects, males and female,
one for each aspect of God's nature. These two polarities can unite
through give and take, which union is esxpressed in children. In this
case, God is the thesis, the couple is division, and childeren are
synthesis. thus, four positions are established.

Any one of the four positions can act as subject with the
other three responding as objects. only when give and take is per-
formed among them in this manner, with one as subject and three as
objects can the base of four positions be maintained. Through give
and take, circular movement exists. This movement conitnues with
variations and becomes spherical. For instance, in the solar system
the sun is subject and all other planets are its objects.

a). shows thesis division synthesis process and the four
positions.

b). shows the subject and object having give and take with
God at the center and thus creating new life. That new life revol-
ves in a give and take relationship with the united body of subject
and object. Then give and take becpmes spherical.

c). Indicates God's position from the standpoint of the object.
God is not between subject and object, but is with the subject at
the center. Therefore, the subject which is at the center of sphe-
rical movement represents God.

We see that energy so essential for existence is produced, by
gives and take. Nothing is eternal if its energ:, is directed in a strai-
ght line thereby, losing power. Only by forming a circuit of
energy is eternal existence possible. Therefor, energy must flow in

subject object circuit. As the circular movement of energy be-
comes spherical the wonder and beauty of creation is manifested,

When a
man and woman want to marry with the approval of Mr. Moon
they wait until 5,10 or 20 couples are formed and then the marri
age ceremony is performed. In the period of time between the
approval and the marriage the couple are already living together.
During this period the man and woman get to know each other
very well and help each other to strive to this ,,oal. After, the
marriage they can have sexual relationship. Each one decides for
themselves when they want children and are free to use the pill.

They have no dogmas which they have to live by. Each member
of the Unified Family is free and determines his own way of living
for himself and his family.

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United Nations Memorial Cemetery in Korea

. •
The United Nations Memorial Cemetery is located at Tanggok-

dong, Pusan, Korea. Here lie buried the heroic dead of many
nations who gave their lives in the cause of freedom and world peace.

The cemetery, comprising 31.74 acres, was established by the
United Nations Command on 18 January 1951 when interments were.

Mr. Cha on The Plot of U.N. Memorial Cemetery

begun and remains transferred from six other cemeteries located at
Inchon, Kaesong, Miryang, Masan, Taegu and Taejon, and was
dedicated on 5 April 1951.

On 17 November 1955, the National Assembly of The Republic
of Korea adopted a resolution expressing gratitude and paying high
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tribute to the troops of the United Nations which fought in Korea.
The resolution recommended that the Government propose to the
United Nations General Assembly the establishment of a United
Nations Cemetery in Korea to commemorate the precious sacrifices
of those who were killed in battle.

The General Assembly, subsequently, adopted a resolution on
15 December 1955 which decided that this Cemetery should be
established and maintained as a United Nations Memorial Cemetery
in Korea in honor of the dead.

A formal agreement between the United Nations and the
Republic of Korea was signed on 6 November 1959 and the admin-
istration of the Cemetery by the United Nations was assumed on
31 March 1960. Under the Agreement, the Republic of Korea
granted the land on which the Cemetery stands to the United Nations
without charge, in perpetuity, as a permanent tribute to all those
who laid down their lives in resisting aggression in Korea and in
upholding the cause of peace and freedom.

There are twenty plots on the plateau, each dedicated to a
Member of the United Nations and the Republic of Korea, which
took part in the Korean conflict and flying the respective national
emblems, marked by an indivi hal bronze plaque. Twenty-one
nations are represented with Belgium and Luxembourg sharing the
same plot. This is known as the Symbolic Area.

In the Cemetery, today, lie the bodies of 2,267 men from Aus-
tralia (281), Canada (378), Ethiopia (1), France (44), the Rep-
ublic of Korea (36), the Netherlands (117), New Zealand (34),
Norway (1), South Africa (11), Turkey (462), the United King-
dom (884) and the United States of America (3) as well as of un-
knoWn allied soldiers (4) and non-belligerents (11). During the
period 1951-1954, remains of men from Belgium, Colombia, Ethiopia,
Greece, India, the Philippines and Thailand, as the majority of those
from the United States and some from France and Norway, were
repatriated to their home countries.
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Each grave is covered by a plaque bearing particulars of the
deceased.

Turkish Brigades which served in Korea have placed two
memorials in the Cemetery upon the completion of their tours of
duty, the last in June 1960. They ate located on the west side of
the Symbolic Area.

The Memorial Service Hall

Memorial to the Greek Expeditionary Force in honour of
its men killed in the Korean war, located on the west side of the
S:mbolic Area, was dedicated early in 1961.

A memorial commemorating 386 members of the Common wealth
Forces who fell in Korea and who have no known grave, dedicated
in May 1965, can be seen on the lower east side of the main
grave plots.

A Memorial Service Hall, built by the United Nations, was
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inaugurated on 21 August 1964. Essentially modern in design, it
incorporates a novel feature of six reinforced concrete `v' beams
which are "hinged" and appear to clamp the building to its foun-
dations. It was designed and constructed by a Korean architect,
bearing in mind the various religious represented in the Cemetery.

Many of the trees and shrubs in the Cemetery grounds have
been generously donated by Goverments, organizations and private
individuals.

The Cemetery is administered by a Custodian, appointed by
the Secretary-General of the United Nations. International staff on
duty guides visitors around the Cemetery.

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A memorandum on missionary work in home land

Heavenly Father was never indifferent to me !
Establish a church, overcoming thousands of troubles

It was on April 12th, 1964 that I got
aquainted with the Divine Principle. At the
time when I attended the nation wide revival
meeting of the Unified Family in Taegu, I
was merely a 16 year-old highschool boy of
ti midity.

Chun Soo Suh But I was encouraged to find many brothers
and sisters even to share blood with and was conscious of my mission,
feeling Father's infinite love of me. Father allowed me to charge
toward the front line for restoration beginning the tear.

I availed of winter vacation to go to a village called Wolsungli
in Pyunghae-myon, Wuljin-kun. Upon reaching the village, where
no one waited for me and all were strangers to me. I felt deeply
Father's great lament.

What with witnessing despite the severe winter during the
daytime, and studying the textbook for enlightenment to exterminate
farmers illiteracy, I was often obliged to sit up all night.

I made up my mind 'Inwards, I will devote myself to relax
Father's grudge against Satan at the risk of my life. And outWards,,. 
I will be an ensign at the front line for restoration to restore lost
home land.'

In the course of keeping the creed, I restored my life and rea-
ssured of my mission.

I found our people's circumstances of hunger, realized nation-
alism, and felt a great pity for unenlightened farmers. They coul-
dn't afford to lead a true life because they are absorbed in material
urgency, namely food situation. 
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I had been skipping my lunch until graduation from school,
since the enlightenment during the winter vacation.

I was going to get rid myself of viciousness by fast when-
ever evil mind sprang from inner side.

Based on such a few experiences, I entered a village called
Kwanum-Dong, Chilgok-myeon on the 5th of November, 1965. I
attended my school cooking for myself.

As soon as school was over, I had to be busy begging from
door to door for lamp oil to be used that night.

Upon Coming I ack home substitute for class at the same
time with my abdomen empty, I could not keep tears from runn
ing on my cheek to find some figures waiting affectionately for
me in group. In spite of mental and physical exhaustion, I excla
imed the Truth to them holding back tears.

I organized 4-H club there and walked all around the village
proclaiming the Principle and Ideology of extermination of communi-
sm, with microphone on my shoulder. As a result of over straining
myself however, I come to faint before a crowd of audience.

But they denounced me into the way of trouble only because
I am a member of the Unified Family. It was believed that no
Christian had set his foot in the village, for most of the inhabitants
were Buddhists, (The title of this village 'Kwanum-bong" had been
named after a Buddhist saint)

To make matters worse, even some patronizers who had been
moved by my self-sacrificing service to them betrayed me because I
was a missionary of U.W.C.

But I asked them why I should leave there and what offense
I had committed. Then I cried in a loued voice that I would never
fail to be buried here to fulfill my mission. The Agricultural Guid
ance Office also denounced me on the ground that all my services
to farmer were aimed at missionary work of HSA-UWC.

Some school boys who had studied together began to drop out
of my institute by twos or threes.
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After all I was driven out of my living room where , I had
performed reilgional services. But I didn't yield to them. When
the summer vacation came, I determined to build an institute by
means of making bricks for myself.

When I collapsed on the way of carrying clay from the moun-
tain, Father's feature that was carrying sacks of manure at Hun-
gnam jail could encourage me to take my spade and spring 'o my
feet again.

The bricks I had made with clay during summer vacation am-
ounted to no less than 1,200 pieces. But finishing of a building
required timber and a site besides bricks. I tried my best to raise
funds to build an institute by selling pencil from door to door.
But all was to no purpose. For bircks I had made with all might
for several months toppled to piece by rainfall of autumn day.

When I made up my mind to make bricks once again, the
earth had already been frozen. I could not but weep bitterly.

At that m ment the details of my pitiful case was reported
on a daily newspaper, Youngnam Ilbo dated December 1st, 1966
under the title of "An exhausted young evergreen have brick for
institute swept by rainfall, a dream of enlightenment by fast is
broken of..."

Thanks to this article I was able to complete the institute
sponsored by Mr. Tae Jong Hak, mayor of Taegu City. The
very 'Chang-kun Institute' Was completed at the presence of many
supporters, including the leader of Kyungbuk Province of our
church.

After graduating from high school with such a life, I began t;
to pile up the altar of prayer and pains on a higher lebel than
ever, suspended a dream of college entrance.

At dawn on Sunday I used to bath myself and then ran more
than 8 km for the Holy Ground of Taegu City to adore Father.

But when I began to witness to build a church, people who
had been taciturn began to build a church, people who had been
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taciturn began to persecute me in . turn.
Then my parents who had known my circumstances lamented

and a job. What disaster it is for you to be employed as a form
hand, indulged in so-coiled the Principle! But I shook off mother's
hands and started for my mission field some 500km away in the
rain. All the way to go there I went on praying with impatience
to erect a church, for the church-contribution ceremonies were pre-
vailed all over the country at the turning-point of the seven year
course. I prayed in a voice strangled with tears that Father should
gift me power and capacity with which I could form the basis for
Father's triumph on this Satanic capital by all means.

But for all my self-sacrifice, services, devotion to them for
more than 3 years, even by shedding tears and blood of me, they
denounced me to the last.

Eventually I prayed that Father should make this village realize
His Truth either by salvation with pity of them, or by punishm-
ent. (Based on the verse of the Bible. the Exods of Egypt 21:23)

At this time Heavenly Father appeared in my parent's dream
and told them to arrange one hundred thousand won of money
even by selling a rich rice field before the gate.

As a result, I could erect a church. In the long: run of three,
month's efforts, we could have a ceremony of Chilgok Church
Contribution to Heaven with many Unified Family members, in
eluding the leader of Kyungbuk District, Mr. Kwak Chung Whan
on November 23th, 1967.

By a ringing voice of HSA-UWC long live! the earth of
the village shook violently.

A sensible phrase of 'Worship Heaven, Love People, and
Proclaim the Truth' was carved on the girder of the church by
Mr. Kwak.

But I was very sorry that a supposter of the village who had
persecuted me positively was killed instantly and the mouths of the
two other persecutors were distorted.
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As a matter of course, though I had prayd for my part that
all the village should be rescued even by more severe punishment,
I felt very sorry that they were really punished.

In the end a church was erected on the earth of Chilgok-myeon 
 and Father's rod was used directly. I felt Father's true love and
affection.

An article of my faith I always have is that 'Heaven always
stands by public justice and he is never indifferent to us unless
we neglect in praying heartedly and lack integrity for him at the
side of justice.

The Association founded by Mr. Sun Myung Moon on
May 1st, 1954 at 39, Bukhak-dong, Sungdong-ku, Seoul, Korea
and Mr. Hyo Won Eu was elected its first president. Mr. Moon,
the founder, was born on January 6, 1920 at 2221, Sangsa-ri,
Dokun-myun, Chungj u-kun, Pyongan-pukdo, Korea.

The Association, which came into being as a fruition of God's
providence through Christianity to realize His ideal of creation,
makes it its primary purpose to build the God's Kingdom on earth.

It moved its headquarters for the third time to present loca-
tion at 71-3, lst-ka, Chongpa-dong, Yongsan-ku, Seoul, Korea.
It is organized with a headquarters consisting of ten departments
and one office.

In Korea, it has some 1,000 churches and it also has overseas
missions in 16 nations to include the United States, Japan, China,
Cam.da, Germany, England, France, Italy, Netherland, Spain,
Austria, Australia, Brazil, Swiss, Portugal and Sweden with a
few to few hundred churches in each of those countries.

The Association published on August 15, 1957 "The Divine
Principle" and May 1st, 1966 a revised version "Discourse on
The Divine Principle". They are in a wide circulation, not only
in Korel, but throughout the world, with their English, Japanese,
German, French, Italian, Dutch and Spanish versions.
